Objective 2: Foster a public facilities and land-use environment that promotes the highest quality
education for community members, to include pre-school through 12" grades,
apprenticeships, career and technical education, higher education, and adult continuing
education:

Policy a. Provide for public facilities and land use planning that foster diverse and high
quality educational options that will help prepare community members for
economic disruption and innovation and will help them achieve and/or sustain
financial stability.

Policy b. Collaborate with businesses, non-profits, and other community partners to
ensure that the education system produces graduates who will meet projected
workforce needs.

Policy c. Enable high quality continuing adult education and reduce barriers to
participation.
