SWA 22-001 Bay Door Height Limits at the I-66 Transfer Station 

This Solid Waste Advisory (SWA) is a reminder of bay door height restrictions at the I-66 

Transfer Station. Not all bays have the same clearance. Any customer entering the tipping 

building, especially those that raise their vehicles up in order to dump, should be aware of the 

height restrictions. 

Bays 1 through 11 and bay 21 are 23’ 11”. Bays 12 through 20 are 25’ 5”.
