Striping Modifications



FAIRFAX COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

 Seeks to improve traffic safety and provide transportation options to people around the County

 Bicycle Network Plan: Establishes key bike route network and suggests type of bicycle facility 

 Safer/more comfortable facility type can be implemented if space allows

 Routes can be added to connect destinations/origins to the bike network

 Implementation Options (if no road widening needed):

 Capital Projects ($$$)

 Through Paving & Restriping Process ($)

FLEET DRIVE - EXISTING

 From Yadkin Court to Beulah Street

 Three travel lanes with center turn lane

 Sidewalk on both sides

 On-street parking on one side

 No on-street bike facilities



FLEET DRIVE - PROPOSED

 From Yadkin Court to Beulah Street

 Two travel lanes

 Bike lanes

 Left turn lanes / center turn lane

 Legal on-street parking will be maintained

Colts Neck Road, Reston 



GROVEDALE DRIVE - EXISTING

 Between Beulah Street and Franconia Road

 Two travel lanes

 Sidewalk on west side, partial sidewalk on 

east side

 Wide shoulders



GROVEDALE DRIVE - PROPOSED

 Between Beulah Street and Franconia Road

 Two travel lanes

 Bike lanes

 Left turn lane in the wider section

Colts Neck Road, Reston 



KING CENTRE DRIVE - EXISTING

 Between Kingstowne Village Parkway and 

South Van Dorn Street

 Four travel lanes with median

 Sidewalks on both sides

 No bike facilities



KING CENTRE DRIVE - PROPOSED

 Between Kingstowne Village Parkway and 

South Van Dorn Street

 Convert underutilized outside travel lanes to 

buffered bike lanes

 Negative impacts on traffic operations are not 

expected due to very low volumes pre-covid



SEATREND WAY - EXISTING

 From Franconia Road to end of road

 Two travel lanes

 Sidewalks on both sides

 No bike facilities



SEATREND WAY - PROPOSED

 From Franconia Road to end of road

 Add center line, bike lanes, and parking lanes

 Legal on-street parking will be maintained on 

both sides of the road



SIR VICEROY DRIVE - EXISTING

 From King Centre Drive to Kingstowne

Boulevard

 Four travel lanes

 Sidewalk on the east side

 No bike facilities



SIR VICEROY DRIVE - PROPOSED

 From King Centre Drive to Kingstowne

Boulevard

 Two travel lanes, center turn lane, and bike 

lanes

 Negative impacts on traffic operations are not 

expected due to very low volumes pre-covid



PEDESTRIAN SAFETY

Opportunity to review

 Study busy pedestrian crossing locations without 

crosswalk markings

 Upgrade existing crosswalk striping 

 Evaluate for signage and other safety 

improvements

 Striping-related comments (e.g., marked parking lanes, crosswalks, and/or sight distance issues 
due to parked vehicles) can be submitted electronically to FCDOT.
