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FAIRFAX COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

» Seeks to improve traffic safety and provide transportation options to people around the County

» Bicycle Network Plan: Establishes key bike route network and suggests type of bicycle facility

» Safer/more comfortable facility type can be implemented if space allows
» Routes can be added to connect destinations/origins to the bike network

» Implementation Options (if no road widening needed):
> Capital Projects ($3$9)

» Between Newington Road and end of street
» Two to three travel lanes
» Sidewalk on west/north side

> No on-street bike facilities
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CINDERBED ROAD - PROPOSED

» Between Newington Road and end of street

» Add bike lanes in both directions by narrowing
travel lanes and converting underutilized travel

lanes
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LAUREL CREST DRIVE/DUDLEY DRIVE- EXISTING

» From Hooes Road to Golf Course entrance

» Two travel lanes and dedicated turn lanes

» Trail on north/west side

> Wide shoulders

» From Telegraph Road to Pohick Road
» Two travel lanes

» Sidewalks on both sides

» No bike facilities

» On-street parking on both sides
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WHERNSIDE STREET- PROPOSED

» From Telegraph Road to Pohick Road
» Add a bike lane in one direction

» Maintain legal on-street parking on both sides

of the road
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PEDESTRIAN SAFETY

Opportunity to review

» Study busy pedestrian crossing locations without

crosswalk markings
» Upgrade existing crosswalk striping

» Evaluate for signage and other safety

improvements
