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Project Overview
Route 28 Widening and Reconstruction

• Total Project Budget = $78.8 million (Right of Way, Construction, Inspection, 
Administration, etc.)

• Construct an additional through lane in each direction (three lanes in each 
direction) from just north of the bridge over Bull Run to the Route 29 Interchange

• Reconstruct sub-standard crest vertical alignment on SB Route 28 to meet current 
standards and provide greater visibility 
• SB Route 28 between Compton Road and Bradenton Drive
• SB Route 28 just south of New Braddock Road

What to Expect if Your Property is Affected
• You will be contacted by Shirley’s Subcontractor (Diversified Property Services) if your 

property is to be acquired.

• Upon ROW Authorization from VDOT and FCDOT an offer package will be presented.

• No Shirley representatives may access private property until Right of Entry is executed, or 
property is acquired from the project. 

• White Survey Ribbon indicates Limits of Disturbance where construction activities are to 
occur. Temporary construction easements will extend slightly outside Limits of Disturbance. 

• If Limits of Disturbance are outside of today’s current VDOT Right of Way, and property is 
not yet acquired, Orange Survey Ribbon will be used for today’s Right of Way
