PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

take care of us.

2. Each field trip consists of the following components
e 30-minute staff-lead program
e 30-minute self-guided farm activity

3. How much walking is involved?
e Students may walk up to a 1/2 mile throughout the program.

4. How much of the program is outdoors?
e The entirety of this program is held outside.
e The farm activity sheet is all outside.

e School field trip programs run rain or shine. In case of excessive rain, your program is moved
inside.

e The program fee is $4 per student (in-county), $5 per student (out-of —county).
