This unique, small regional tournament pairs golfers with and without disabilities has evolved into an East Coast 
tradition.  It is the only such tournament on the East Coast and draws golfers from as far away as New York, 
Pennsylvania, Florida, Indiana and Massachusetts. 

The Tournament will be held at the 36-hole Twin Lakes Golf Course, which boasts two championship courses, the 
Oaks and Lakes. The first day will be on the par 71 Oaks Course with its tree line fairways and dog-leg approaches 
and challenging greens. The second day will be on the par 72 Lakes Course with its 18 holes of open parkland and 
water hazards which gives the best of golfers a stimulating round. Both days will have a shotgun start.  

Participants view this tournament as an opportunity to re-establish ties with old friends and make new ones. Many 
teams have participated in every tournament since 1990.

“This is wonderful news to the members of the Eastern Amputee Golf Association who enjoyed playing in this  
one-of-kind competition from 1990 to 2017. Our sincere thanks to the Fairfax County Parks Authority for reinstating 
the Combo Classic. It continues to prove that desire, determination, and heart are what make all the difference 
in playing the game of golf and leading a full and rewarding life,” said Bob Buck, Executive Director, Eastern 
Amputee Golf Association.

This year’s Combo Classic will be marketed to military personnel with the goal of having active duty, veterans and 
wounded warriors play in the tournament. Various organizations such as Walter Reed National Military Medical 
Center and Disabled Sports USA will help reach out to military golfers.

Proceeds from the 2022 Combo Classic Golf Tournament, beyond tournament expenses, will help fund the new 
Adapted Recreation Programs.
