All licensed solid waste service providers are hereby notified that
nforcement of separate collection of yard waste on a weekly basis will continue to be

temporarily suspended through April 16, 2022.

Collectors may, if impacted by labor shortages, collect yard waste with refuse (i.e. mixed
collections) without enforcement consequences.

Yard waste must be collected weekly, whether it is collected separately or mixed with refuse.
Yard waste should be collected separately whenever possible
Recyclables must continue to be collected separately every week.

All other properly set-out material must be removed from the curb on a weekly basis.

Separate collection of source-separated yard waste will be reinstated on Monday, April 18, 2022.
