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Charge Up Fairfax Pilot Program

Request for Reimbursement Funds

HOA, COA, and Cluster communities (collectively “HOAs”) that have been accepted into the Charge Up

Fairfax program, completed an EV charging installation, and have complied with the terms and

conditions agreed to when they applied to the Charge Up Fairfax program are eligible to receive a

reimbursement grant to partially cover the installation costs of electric vehicle supply equipment (EVSE).

Funding is available to offset up to one third of applicable installation costs, not to exceed $5,000 per

HOA. Requests for reimbursement must be made within one year of being accepted into Charge Up

Fairfax.

HOAs in Fairfax County that are classified as having high or very high vulnerability in the Fairfax County

Vulnerability Index, or that are classified as disadvantaged in the Federal Government’s Justice40

Initiative, are eligible for up to $10,000 paid on a reimbursable basis. OEEC will use GIS data to verify that

the HOA is in an area shown in the Fairfax County Vulnerability Index, or the Federal Government’s

Justice40 Initiative as described above. See page 3 for eligible expenses and a map of One Fairfax and

Justice40 areas.

NVSWCD will also send a 1099

tax form at the end of the year.
