PROJECT BACKGROUND
Fairfax ~ County  Department  of

Transportation (FCDOT) is implementing
a Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) system along
Richmond Highway and North Kings
Highway from Huntington Metrorail
Station to Fort Belvoir. This BRT system was
included in the recommendations from
the Virginia Department of Rail and Public
Transportation-led Route 1 Multimodal
Alternatives Analysis (completed 2015).

WHAT IS BRT?

BRT is a high-quality public transportation
system designed to be fast, reliable, and
more convenient than traditional bus
routes. BRT operates much like rail service,
with a dedicated transitway, but uses
bus vehicles. The proposed BRT system
will have multiple stations and connect
to major employment centers, shopping
centers, and residential communities
along the corridor. The project will include
pedestrian and bicycle facilities as well as
other amenities to support the proposed
system.

PROGRESS TO DATE

Following the first round of community
meetings in April 2018, Fairfax County’s
project team continued preliminary design
and environmental evaluation activities,
which are scheduled to continue into 2019.

Over summer 2018, the team:

» (ollected information about natural
and cultural resources, such as historic
buildings, and began coordination with
the federal and state agencies that will
eventually review the analysis.

» (Continued to refine the concept
engineering to better understand the
area that could be affected during
construction, and started to think about
what elements should be included in
the stations such as shelters, lighting,
seating, signs, and security features.

» Analyzed existing pedestrian and bicycle
connectivity to proposed BRT stations.

» Studied a possible future feeder bus
network, and set up the computer
models that will be used to study future
traffic conditions.

» Attended  festivals,  community
meetings, and other events to share
information about the project.
