Land use in Lorton is very diverse. Currently, there is a significant 
amount of residential, park, and industrial uses with some commercial 
centers. The Zoning Ordinance contains regulations that specify the 
type of land use activities that are permitted on a specific property. 
It is intended to promote the health, safety and general welfare of 
the public and to implement the adopted Comprehensive Plan for the 
orderly and controlled development of the County. Zoning districts 
define the ways that land can be used. For example, there are residential, 
commercial, and industrial districts as well as those that permit a mix 
of uses. Zoning regulations also provide guidance on how tall a building 
can be, how far it is set back from the street, and how much parking 
is required. A large proportion of residentially zoned property in the 
Lorton area is developed as parkland or for other institutional uses.
