Significant Event Activity Report
Hurricane Sandy
Monday, October 29 & Tuesday, October 30, 2012

Beginning on October 19, 2012 DPSC monitored the track of Hurricane Sandy as she moved from
the eastern Caribbean, across Jamaica and Cuba then up the east coast of the US. It was evident
that it would, when combined with two other converging weather fronts from the north and west, form
a storm of epic proportion.....and did so in the early evening hours of Monday, October 29™. The
storm made landfall in New Jersey thus sparing Virginia and Fairfax County. However, because the
storm was so large, with a diameter of approximately 1000 miles, Fairfax County felt the effect of the
storm in many ways. The impact of the storm on DPSC workload is reflected below. DPSC personnel
performed as the true professionals they are in serving the residents of Fairfax County, the Fairfax
County Police Department, Fire-Rescue Department, Sherriff's Department and Office of Emergency
Management.
