DONATION OF 20 14-PASSENGER BUSES

INTRODUCTION

Fairfax County is accepting applications for 14-passenger buses to be donated to the selected applicants.  This process is limited to charitable or nonprofit organizations providing services to County citizens.  Up to 20 vehicles are available through this competitive process to assist the charitable or nonprofit organizations that are supporting the county.  The intent of the donation is to assist in meeting the transportation needs of the community of human services customers.  
The objective of this competitive application process is to donate buses to qualified service providers to overcome some of the transportation issues faced by county citizens in the strategic focus areas outlined below  

· Children’s Services - Reducing out-of-community placements for youth and addressing challenges facing youth with serious mental illness.  Promoting wellness and keeping individuals, families, and communities healthy and safe.  Early identification, prevention and intervention services for children, families and the community at large to include gang prevention and intervention.

· Health Access – Improving access to primary, dental and behavioral health services.  Strengthening the community-based behavioral health network.  Ensuring primary health services are available.  Addressing the physical fitness and nutritional health needs of individuals, families and the community.  

· Affordable and Stable Housing - Meeting housing needs for the homeless and those at risk of losing their homes  and connecting persons with housing needs/issues with other supportive human services to promote stability in housing.
· Long-Term Care - Building community capacity to respond to long-term care needs for older adults and people with physical and sensory disabilities.  Developing community-based services for young adults with autism.

Up to 20 vehicles are available through this competitive process.  The average age and mileage of the vehicles is seven years and 125,000 miles.  Bus distribution to successful applicants will be determined through a lottery system.  Dependent upon the number of vehicle requests received, the number of vehicles distributed to any single applicant may be capped.  
No additional funding is available for service delivery; only the use of one or more surplus vehicles previously used for FASTRAN services.
HOW TO APPLY
Applications should be submitted no later than Friday, October 22, 2010, at 2:00 pm.  It is anticipated that awards will be made in November.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES
Eligible Offerors:
Eligible offerors must meet the following requirements:
1. Non-religious, non-sectarian 501(c)(3) organizations providing services to residents as described in Va. Code Ann. § 15.2-953, http://leg1.state.va.us/cgi-bin/legp504.exe?000+cod+15.2-953. 
2. Organizations that propose transportation services that benefit Fairfax County residents.
3. Organizations that have the capacity to accept complete responsibility for the vehicles upon donation to include maintaining the vehicle, satisfying licensing and training requirements and providing adequate insurance for the operation of the vehicle.  Note:  These vehicles require drivers with Commercial Drivers Licenses (CDL).

Donation Provisions:
The successful applicants will be expected to do the following:

1) Provide transportation in accordance with the organization’s stated mission and in accordance with the services outlined in their application.
2) Accept the transfer of ownership of the vehicle upon donation.  Prior to accepting ownership, the successful organization(s) may withdraw from participation if the organization determines that it will be unable to fulfill the terms of the donation.
3) Organization shall indemnify, keep and save harmless the county, its agents, officials, employees and volunteers against claims of injuries, death, damage to property, patent claims, suits, liabilities, judgments, cost and expenses which may otherwise accrue against the county in consequence of the donation or which may otherwise result therefrom, if it shall be determined that the act was caused through negligence or error, or omission of the organization or his or her employees; and the organization shall, at his or her own expense, appear, defend and pay all charges of attorneys and all costs and other expenses arising therefrom or incurred in connection therewith; and if any judgment shall be rendered against the county in any such action, the organization shall, at his or her own expense, satisfy and discharge the same.  
4) Report to the county one year after donation to confirm use of the vehicle for the purpose stated in the application.    
5) Recipient must remove vehicle(s) within 5 business days of notification. Donation notice must be presented at the time of pick up or vehicle will not be released. FAIRFAX COUNTY WILL NOT SHIP. Recipient responsible for transportation.

The county will do the following:

1) Provide written maintenance specifications and maintenance records for the vehicle(s) upon donation.

2) Remove all logos and striping identifying the vehicle as a FASTRAN van.

3) Transfer ownership of the vehicle to the contractor.  
EVALUATION CRITERIA
A selection committee, consisting of county staff members, shall review the applications. Applications that do not meet the eligibility requirements outlined in the eligibility section above will not be considered.  

The evaluation of all eligible applications shall be conducted on the basis of the information provided with the application and the following evaluation criteria. The two criteria will be rated equally.

	Project Impact/Need – The application clearly describes the transportation need, the challenges currently present in meeting that need, the affected community to be addressed by the proposed transportation service, and how the offeror specifically proposes to meet these needs.

	

	Project Objective – The application clearly explains how this project will address one or more of the strategic areas outlined in the introduction section and clearly quantifies the number of participants estimated to benefit from this project.
