Jean Packard

Jean Packard has been a resident of the Braddock District since 1951. She chaired the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors from 1971-1974 and was the first woman in Virginia elected to a Soil and Water Conservation District Board (NVSWCD). She served on the NVSWCD Board in the early 1970’s, was reappointed in 1989 and currently serves as chairman. Ms. Packard is active in many citizen organizations, primarily in the environmental field. She is president of the Northern Virginia Conservation Trust and serves on the Northern Virginia Regional Park Authority Board as well as the Virginia Soil and Water Conservation Board. Ms. Packard serves as the Secretary, Community Appearance Alliance of Northern Virginia and is a Member of Chairman Connolly’s Environmental Advisory Committee. She is past president, Fairfax County Federation of Citizens Associations and Former President, Wakefield Forest Elementary School PTA.

Thomas D. Fleury

Thomas Fleury is Senior Vice President, Land Acquisition/Planning and Development, for Van Metre Companies.  In this capacity, Mr. Fleury supervises acquisition, planning, entitlement, design, development and construction of Van Metre’s entire non-residential portfolio, consisting of potentially three million square feet of office, commercial, retail, flex, industrial space.
