Gerry Connolly

Mr. Connolly, a 26-year resident of Fairfax County, was elected Chairman of the Board of Supervisors on November 4, 2003. He began his term on January 1, 2004. Previously, he served nine years as the Providence District Supervisor. As Chairman of 10 members of the Board of Supervisors, he oversees a budget of $4.5 billion and a county that, based on size, would make it the nation's 13th largest city, 12th largest school district and 6th largest office market. He serves as the Chairman of the county's Legislative Committee and is Vice-Chair of the Economic Advisory Committee. He is a member on the boards of the Northern Virginia Transportation Commission, Northern Virginia Regional Commission, of which he is vice chairman, and the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments where he is past chairman and has served as a key member of the region's Emergency Preparedness Task Force. He represents Fairfax County on the board of the Virginia Association of Counties, where he serves as past president. He is on the board of directors for the Executive Committee of the Foundation for Virginia, an entity that seeks to educate the public and policymakers about unmet funding needs in core government services. 
Mr. Connolly also serves on the boards of directors for the following groups: Fairfax Partnership for Youth, American Red Cross of the National Capital Area, Fairfax County Chamber of Commerce, Greater Washington Initiative, Medical Care for Children Partnership, Institute for Regional Excellence and University of Virginia - Virginia Institute of Government.
He received a Bachelor’s Degree in Literature from Maryknoll College in Glen Ellyn, Illinois, and Master’s Degree in Public Administration from Harvard University. After graduating from Harvard, he began a 10-year career with the U.S. Senate Foreign Relations Committee.  During his tenure with the U.S. Senate, he developed a reputation for pragmatism and the ability to reach out to Democrats and Republicans alike to get things done.  Since 1997, he has been a public affairs consultant, specializing in strategic advice to domestic and international corporate clients and is currently Director of Community Relations for SAIC. 

Paul DesJardin

Paul DesJardin is the Chief of Housing and Planning for the Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments. The council is the association of 21 local governments (20 members and one adjunct member) in the Washington area, provides a focus for action and develops sound regional responses to such issues as the environment, affordable housing, economic development, health and family concerns, population growth, public safety and transportation.  The council’s Housing and Planning staff reports on economic, population and housing trends through a variety of monthly, quarterly and annual studies, and works with the region’s planning directors to develop Cooperative Forecasts of Growth. The Housing and Planning staff also supports COG’s Metropolitan Development Policy Committee, Housing Directors Advisory Committee, and the Washington Area Housing Partnership. Mr. DesJardin received a Master’s Degree in Urban and Regional Planning degree from Virginia Tech.
Dennis Carmichael

Mr. Carmichael is a landscape architect and principal with EDAW, a global landscape architecture firm with 25 offices and 1200 employees.  EDAW does master plans for cities, new communities, parks, and streetscapes.  In his 30 year career, he has designed projects all over the country including Celebration in Florida, Centennial Olympic Park in Atlanta, and the Big Dig Park in Boston.  Locally, he has designed the Dulles Corner Office Park in Herndon, Sallie Mae in Reston, and U.S. Patent and Trademark office in Alexandria.
