GEORGE MASON – BRADDOCK DISTRICT COMMUNITY FORUM
MEMBERSHIP and ORGANIZATION
Neighborhood membership on The Forum is comprised of representatives designated by community associations in Braddock District neighborhoods that are located near George Mason University.

The first three meetings of The Forum, held September 5th, October 3rd, and November 6th, were informational/educational meetings, meant to establish a common understanding regarding George Mason's plans for the campus, transportation plans for the area, and off-campus University-related issues.  Regular meetings of The Forum will commence in January 2007 and will be held quarterly (January, April, July, and October).  Meetings may also be held on an ad-hoc basis, if needed, as specific issues arise that can’t wait.
Neighborhood representation on the Forum will be designated by their community associations.  Each community will designate one representative member.  One alternate may also be designated.   Names of designated neighborhood members will be kept on file in the Braddock District office.  The Braddock District office will send notification of meetings and handle program agendas.
Members of the public are welcome at all meetings as observers.  A public comment time (three minutes per speaker) will be provided at the beginning of each Forum meeting.
Topics to be placed on the agenda should be vetted through participating civic and homeowner associations and coordinated with the Braddock District office.
