
 

 

 

Proposed Fiscal Year 2016 Budget 

On February 17, the County Executive presented his proposed Fiscal 

Year 2016 Advertised Budget Plan to the Board of Supervisors.  Over the 

next six weeks, Supervisor Cook will be discussing this plan with the 

community.  It is very early in the process, and Supervisor Cook is 

looking forward to working with all residents to create and pass a 

fiscally responsible budget that meets the needs of Fairfax County. 

 

The County Executive’s proposed budget retains the current property 

tax rate of $1.09 per $100 of assessed value.  At last week’s board 

meeting, the Board voted to advertise that same $1.09 rate, meaning that 

the final budget cannot have a rate higher than $1.09. 

   

This will be a deliberative process, and Supervisor Cook encourages you 

to share your thoughts. You can reach his office at 703-425-9300 or 

braddock@fairfaxcounty.gov. Over the next few weeks, there will be two 

budget Town Hall meetings, and there will also be public hearings 

offered by Fairfax County.  Here are the important dates to keep in mind: 

On March 11th, Supervisor Cook will be co-hosting a Budget Town Hall meeting with the Braddock District 

Council.  The meeting starts at 7:30 p.m. and will take place at Braddock Hall. 

On March 17th at 7:30 p.m., Supervisor Cook will be hosting a second Town Hall meeting at Frost Middle 

School.  County Executive Ed Long will present the budget. 

Additionally, Fairfax County offers three nights of public hearings for residents to testify on the FY 2016 

budget.  The meetings will take place on April 7th at 4:00 p.m., April 8th at 1:00 p.m., and April 9th at 1:00 

p.m. All three meetings will take place at the Government Center in the Board Auditorium.  To sign up to 

speak, please contact the Clerk’s Office online or by calling 703-324-3151.

Veterans Treatment Docket

 

On February 12th, Supervisor Cook spoke at the dedication 

ceremony for the Veterans Treatment Docket.    The ceremony 

was the kick-off event for the docket, which is leading the 

mission in providing critical care for veterans and their 

families.  The Docket is providing therapy for veterans who 

have found themselves in trouble due to substance-abuse or 

mental health issues, especially as a result of combat service. 

The docket is the first of its kind in Virginia, but is part of a 

growing phenomenon across the country as judges, 

prosecutors and public defenders grapple with a wave of Iraq 

and Afghanistan war veterans who have landed in the criminal 

justice system.  

 

“These are people who were basically pillars of the community 

before they went to war. They didn’t have any issues. They 

were at the top of their class,” said Fairfax County General District Chief Judge Penney S. Azcarate. 

“Now they are coming back, and they are having issues dealing with life.”  

 

The Fairfax County Veterans Treatment Docket recognizes the toll placed on Veterans that 

accompanies military service.  The mission is to increase public safety by incorporating a focused 

docket for veterans who have been arrested for crimes, but who have mental health issues, to avoid jail 

time by completing an intense, extensive treatment course.  The Veterans Treatment Docket team 

collaborates with the Commonwealth Attorney’s Office, the Public Defender’s Office, Sheriff, Chief of 

Police, Department of Veterans Affairs, Community Service Board, Judges, and many others.  As a 

result of being the first court in Virginia to be certified, the program is in line for a two year grant to 

help fund the startup and maintenance of the program. 

 

The goal is to provide proper care and support in order to rehabilitate and return the veteran to a 

productive, law-abiding life: ultimately reducing recidivism and criminal justice costs.  The option of a 

Veterans Treatment Docket offers problem solving skills, counseling, and a former service mentor.  

While Fairfax’s docket will be a first for Virginia, there are over 200 Veteran Treatment 

Courts/Dockets throughout the United States.  Supervisor Cook was pleased to have the opportunity to 

show his support for this important new development in Fairfax County. 

Express Lanes Sponsoring “Drive to Donate”

fire and rescue departments.  Safety is a top priority on the Express Lanes and donations will help give 

back to the men and women who keep us protected each and every day.

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Human Services Corner

The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance Program serves individuals or families with a 2014 income 

of $52,000 or less.  Last tax season, low-income families in this area saved over $1.1 million in tax 

preparation fees by having their tax returns prepared for free by volunteers in the Volunteer Income 

Tax Assistance Program (VITA). These families received over $8 million in refunds and credits.  Clients 

bring their social security cards, W2s, and other documents to one of twenty locations in the area and 

are generally served on a first come, first-served basis. They are greeted by volunteers who help 

organize documents and then meet with a trained and tested volunteer who prepares their returns 

using professional software provided by the IRS.  Translators and IT support volunteers also assist.  If 

you are interested in volunteering, or if you know someone who is eligible for the program, go to 

www.nvacash.org, call James Do at 703-533-5471, or email james.do@fairfaxcounty.gov. 

AARP Free Tax-Aide Assistance Program

The AARP Free Tax-Aide Assistance Program has close to 300 Volunteers, certified by IRS, who will assist 

taxpayers in the preparation and submittal of their Virginia and Federal tax returns.  They are located at 

thirteen sites in Northern Virginia to provide this service free of cost for taxpayers with low and middle 

incomes. Assistance is available through April 15th and all returns are filed electronically.  Remember to 

bring documents, such as last year’s tax return, a photo ID, and your Social Security card.  Residents with 

illnesses or infirmities, which confine them to their homes, may schedule appointments with AARP by 

calling 703-594-6576.

Volunteers Needed to Assist Residents in Long-Term Care

The Northern Virginia Long-Term Care Ombudsman Program is looking for people who are 

empathetic, diplomatic, assertive and skilled communicators to be Volunteer Ombudsmen.  As an 

Ombudsman you will be assigned to visit a local nursing or assisted living facility, working to ensure 

that the residents’ rights are being protected and helping residents with problems that they are unable 

to resolve alone.  

Visits must occur between 8:00 

a.m. and 6:00 p.m. on weekdays.  Ongoing support and training is provided.

Medicare General Enrollment Period

The Medicare General Enrollment Period allows a beneficiary who missed enrolling in Medicare during 

either their Initial Enrollment Period or a Special Enrollment Period to enroll during the annual General 

Enrollment Period. However, this delay often will mean you will pay a late enrollment premium penalty.  

The General Enrollment Period lasts from January 1st through March 31st and coverage begins the 

following July. However, your monthly premium increases 10 percent for each 12-month period you were 

eligible for but did not enroll in Medicare Part B.  Most beneficiaries will enroll in Medicare Part A during 

the Initial Enrollment Period because Part A is free if you have contributed into the trust fund with ten 

years of covered earnings. If you do not have ten years of earnings, you will pay for Part A. 

Don’t delay another year. Call Social Security at 1-800-772-1213 to get this resolved now. Ask for an 

appointment, or go to your local Social Security office. For more information, call the Fairfax County 

Virginia Insurance and Counseling Assistance Program (VICAP) at 703-324-5851.

Do you have an aging parent or disabled adult living with you who wants to keep aging in place?  Are 

you looking for an affordable daytime setting that is safe, warm, and friendly, with appropriate 

activities, meals and a dedicated staff? 

 

There are five Adult Day Health Care Centers located across the county in Herndon, Alexandria, 

Annandale, McLean, and Lincolnia.  They are supervised by the Fairfax County Health Department and 

staffed by registered nurses, recreational therapists and other professionals.  Participants can enroll 

for a minimum of two days a week, and a maximum of five days a week.  The Centers are open from 

7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. although participants are not required to be present the entire time.   

 

The Centers offer friendships and the opportunity to socialize, as well as activities to encourage mental 

stimulation, adapted daily exercise, music and performers, celebrations, and field trips.  Health 

monitoring, medication administration, assessments and care plans are performed by registered 

nurses.  Personal care is provided by the Program Assistants, as needed, including assistance with 

ambulation, toileting, and incontinence care.  There is rolling enrollment.

Rain Barrel Workshops

As part of a regional initiative, the district offers build-your-own rain barrel workshops and also 

distributes low-cost rain barrels to Fairfax County citizens.  At the workshops, you will learn how to 

install and maintain a rain barrel and take one home!  Rain barrels can be placed under downspouts to 

capture runoff from your roof.  Rain barrels can save both money and water.  Instead of water from the 

tap or faucet, you can use the water you've saved to keep your home landscape happy and growing. 

Furthermore, installing a rain barrel means that you will be protecting the Chesapeake Bay.  Water 

stored in your rain barrel won't rush off into our streams.  Instead, as you use the stored rain water 

around the home and garden, it will absorb slowly into the ground replenishing groundwater supplies. 

By decreasing the volume of storm runoff, rain barrels also help moderate stream erosion and the 

resulting pollution that is impairing the Chesapeake Bay.
