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As the first week of August approaches, I’m glad to report on some positive progress toward the
resolution of the Rail to Dulles impasse. At a meeting of Dulles Rail stakeholders earlier this
week at the office of Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood, all partners were able to agree in
concept to a strategy to reduce the overall cost of the Phase 11 project. | was able to provide
a “sense of the Board” regarding our Board’s reaction to a briefing by FTA Administration Peter
Rogoff at our Board meeting of July 12th.

While our Board has not yet taken a vote regarding the proposal for modifications to costs and
cost sharing arrangements for the Dulles Rail Project, | believe, based on our discussion, that
Fairfax can be supportive of the proposal with some modifications. Our Board very much
appreciates the Secretary’s efforts toward mediating a resolution to the conflict.

Mr. LaHood’s proposal reduces the cost from ($3.8 billion to $2.8 billion) for extending rail
from the Wiehle Avenue station in Reston through a number of VValue Engineering aspects of the
proposal, including shifting a more expensive underground station at Dulles Airport to one that is
above ground and adjacent to the North Garage. | walked this area several months ago to test
how passenger convenience might be impacted by this change. See this video which
demonstrates what | believe provides a reasonably comfortable experience for riders of the Silver
Line bound for flights at the Dulles airport terminal.

Other elements of the proposal involve having the cost for Phase Il garages funded outside of the
original funding plan. Both Loudoun and Fairfax Counties are exploring ways to accomplish this
in a way that is affordable. | am hopeful that assuming the cost of the garages is feasible and
could be included in the final structure of a new cost allocation arrangement, especially with the
offer of TIFIA (a Federal financing mechanism) assistance.

Only Fairfax County is being asked to assume the full cost of a station (Route 28 Station) and
this is problematic. The Route 28 Station will serve both Fairfax and Loudoun Counties.
Furthermore, the north side entrance pavilion will connect with land owned by the State (Center
for Innovative Technology) and will provide the State with significant development
opportunities.

On Tuesday, July 26™, 1 will ask my Board to authorize the County Executive to work with
Secretary LaHood, Loudoun County and our State partners to examine options for financing the
Route 28 station in a way that is fair to all partners. Rail to Dulles continues to be Fairfax
County’s number one transportation priority and the Board remains committed to completing the
Project in a timely and cost effective manner.

I hope you will take some time during the next weeks to enjoy some of the fun things our
County has to offer! See inside this issue of the Byline for some great summertime
opportunities.
