ORDER 

On July 23, 2015, Bryan Porter, Commonwealth's Attorney, David Lord, Senior Assistant 

Commonwealth's Attorney, James Entas and Marc Birnbaum, Office of the Attorney General, CHARLES 

STANARD SEVERANCE, the Defendant, and Megan Thomas, Joseph King and Christopher Leibig, Counsel 

for the Defendant, appeared before this Court. The Defendant is indicted with the felonies of CAPITAL 

MURDER (Counts I & V), 1st DEGREE MURDER (Count VII), MALICIOUS WOUNDING (Count HI), 

USING A FIREARM IN THE COMMISSION OF A FELONY (Counts II, IV, VI & VIII), POSSESSION 

OF A FIREARM AS A CONVICTED FELON (Counts IX & X) , and he appeared while in custody. 

The Court, having heard the evidence and argument of Counsel, made the following rulings: 

1. The Commonwealth's motion to determine how the Defendant wishes to proceed on the charges of 

felon in possession of a firearm is to be discussed on October 2. 2015 at 2:00 p.m. The Defendant is to 

elect by that time whether he elects to have those counts severed. 

2. The Commonwealth's motion for authorization of funds to compensate Dr. Carolyn Revercomb for 

services is granted by separate order. 

3. The Commonwealth's motion in limine to preclude the Defendant's from mentioning polygraph 

examinations is granted. The parties are directed to approach the bench prior to mentioning polygraph 

during trial. 

4. The Commonwealth's motion to admit evidence of vehicle comparison is denied. 
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5. The Defendant's motion in limine to exclude evidence identifying the car observed on the 

surveillance video as Charles Severance's car is granted. George Skaluba will be permitted to testify 

that he enhanced the photos of the car. 

6. The Defendant's motion to suppress identification is denied. 

7. The Defendant's motion for order requiring the parties to disclose the order of its witnesses in a 

manner allowing counsel to be reasonably prepared is denied. 

8. The Defendant's motion in limine to exclude a prior conviction is denied. 

9. The Defendant's motion for admission of manufacturing and sales data is continued until August 13, 

2015 at 10:00 a.m. 
10. The Defendant's motion for access to crime scenes is denied. The Court by separate order sealed 

the 3 videos. The Commonwealth will provide the defense and the Court with revised videos that are 

easier to open and read. 

11. The Defendant's motion for plastic restraints is denied. 

12. The Defendant's motion to set bond is denied. 

13. The Defendant's motion for appointment of a psychologist to assist the defense is granted by 

separate order. 

14. The Defendant's motion for a second competency evaluation pursuant to § 19.2-169.1 is denied. 

15. The Defendant's motion to suppress the Commonwealth's vehicle reenactment evidence is granted. 

This case is continued to August 13. 2015 at 10:00 a.m. for motions. 

The Defendant was remanded to the custody of the Sheriff.
