Provide the number of first year students vs. existing students that transferred from
Hunter Mill District schools (Dogwood and McNair) that were found deficient under
NCLB.

Fairfax County Public Schools have provided the following information:

There are 17 first year students in grades 4, 5, and 6 who chose to transfer to other
schools this year. In addition, there are 71 first year students in grades K, 1, 2, and 3 who
transferred even though they had not yet taken an SOL test.

Of the 17 first year students in grades 4, 5, and 6 who transferred out of Dogwood and
McNair, 10 were from McNair and 7 were from Dogwood.

Of the 10 McNair students:

* One never took an SOL.

* Four failed all SOL tests taken in reading and mathematics.
* One failed some reading and mathematics tests but not all.

* Four passed all SOL tests taken in reading and mathematics.

Of the 7 Dogwood students:

» Two never took an SOL.
 Two failed some reading and mathematics tests but not all.
* Three passed all SOL tests taken in reading and mathematics.

In the four years that the school choice option has been offered, a total of 200 students
(including the 88 above) have chosen to transfer. This represents 13 percent of the
combined membership.
