PUBLIC STREET INSPECTION GUIDELINES
PRELIMINARY INSPECTION CHECKLIST FOR BOND RELEASE

01. | Items in the Right-Of-Way

e All items not shown on the approved plans and -
placed in the Right-Of-Way must be removed —or-
must be approved under a Permit. ‘

o All sprinkler/irrigation systems in the right-of-way
must be removed unless approved under a VDOT
permit. '

e All areas of the right-of-way must be stabilized. If
the site is being currently worked, it must have
proper erosion and sediment controls. There shall
be no silt fence or mulch in the VDOT right-of-
way.

e There shall be no extraneous items in the right-of-
way such as construction trailers or basketball
hoops.

e Unauthorized signs in the right-of-way are
prohibited.

e No fences, walls, walkways, rocks, thorn bushes,
etc. are allowed in the right-of-way unless
approved under a VDOT permit.

e There are should be no homeowner landscaping in
the right-of-way or items which would be a trip
hazard or interfere with snow removal. An
example of this would be a raised timber planter
around a mailbox.

e If there is any HOA landscaping in the right-of-
way, there must be a Maintenance Agreement with
bond.
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e Street must provide sufficient public service such
as serving three or more occupied, separately
owned, units linked with other streets as a
connector street, or serve as access to churches,
schools, or public recreational facilities.

¢ Or street must generate at least 100 vehicle trips
per day (including weekends).

Curb and Gutter

e Curb and gutter roadway shall meet VDOT
standards.

¢ Public roadways may be designed with a curb and
gutter section or a shoulder and ditch section.
Shoulder and ditch sections shall have well-graded
and stabilized shoulders which may be paved or
graveled.

e Curb and gutter shall not be defective and shall
have:

A. Correct type used.

B. No deep cracks or spalding areas.
C. No humps or depressions.
D

No unsound patches or sections of curb and
gutter shorter than 6°.

No standing water on curb and gutter.

o

Transverse joint control that are spaced no
more than 20 feet.

G. A vertical alignment that matches roadway
and sidewalk. ‘

H. Runoff conveyed correctly into curb inlet.

o If there is a curb cut there must also be a standard
VDOT entrance or CG-12 ramp that meets VDOT
standards.
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03. | Sidewalks and Trails

e Sidewalks shall be placed at least one foot within
VDOT right-of-way.

Sidewalks shall meet a standard slope of ¥4”
per foot grade.

Sidewalks shall slope towards the roadway.
Sidewalks shall have transverse expansion
joints not more than 100 feet apart.
Sidewalks shall not be less than 4 feet in
length, 4 feet in width, and 4 inches in
thickness.

Abutting structures and aprons shall have
expansion joint materials.

Sidewalks shall end at assessable areas (i.e.
ramps).

Sidewalks shall be free of defects (i.e. cracks,
holes, and breaks).

Sidewalks shall be free of overhanging .
branches (7 feet minimum vertical clearance)
or low growing plants.

Sidewalks shall be free of bushes and
protruding mailboxes.

Sidewalks shall contain no trip hazards or
smooth texture.

All non-standard sidewalk must have a
maintenance agreement with FairfaxCounty.
Non-standard sidewalks (trails) must have a
Maintenance Agreement from the HOA.
Pathway must be free of trip hazard or defects.
There must be no mid-block crossings.
There must be no voids under walkways.

e Leadwalks shall be kept behind sidewalks and free
of trip hazards or unsuitable materials.

e Handicap access, in accordance with State and
Federal requirements, shall be provided at roadway
intersections with curb and gutter.

Entrances and Driveways

e An entrance permit shall be secured from VDOT
in order to tie into an existing VDOT maintained
road.

o The entrance shall meet VDOT standards, be the
correct type and shall have or be:

A.

B.
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16 feet wide for a 2-car garage or 20 feet wide
for a 3-car garage.

Enough width to prevent vehicles from
running over the grass or sidewalk.

Proper alignment with the garage.

A tie-in angle of 90 degrees to the roadway.
No sight distance problem such as on curves
or plantings.

No apron cracked, broken, or spalded.
Driveway sealed next to apron.

Driveway final topped.

Expansion material used in curbline, sidewalk,
or concrete driveway.

Entrance slope is no to exceed 8§%.

Driveway slope is not to exceed 12%.

No sign of vehicle dragging during entry.
Correct size, length, and type of culvert for
road with shoulder and ditch section.

Culvert undamaged and draining properly.
Mailbox set back out of roadway or curbline.

e Reserve strips (spite strips) controlling access to
public roads shall be prohibited as defined in the
VDOT Subdivision Street Ordinance.

e Shrubbery is not allowed at entrances unless
approved under a VDOT permit.
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Roadway Pavement

e The streets shall intersect at right angles and
operate with stop or yield signs.

e All connecting streets shall have adequate sight
distance with no obstructions. An easement shall
be required where the sight distance is outside of
the right-of-way.

e All pavements shall be at finished grade.

e Pavement shall not be defective and shall have:
A. No potholes.
B. No alligator or cracks.
C. Alljoints sealed.
D. No petroleum products spilled on asphalt
E. No asphalt pump.
F. Joint line tightly abutting the curb.

G. Manhole lids and valve boxes level with

pavement.
H. No pavement humps and depressions.

Storm Drainage Items

e There shall be'a Road Over- Dam Agreement for
all dams.

e There shall be an easement for the road over the
- dam.

¢ Storm pipes shall be the correct type, size and
grade as shown on the approved plan

e Drainage easements (if needed) are obtained and
recorded.

e The flow line of the street tie-in (CG-11) is at the
right location with no ponding water .
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¢ Drop inlets shall have:

Correct location, length, and type.

No defects (i.e., cracks, breaks, or spalds)
Throat parged and sealed.

Inlet apron that does not extend lower than
flow line.

Steps provided and equally spaced from top to
bottom where inlet depth is 4 feet or greater.
All joints and lift holes parged.

Outfall drainage to the first structure, outside
the right-of-way, working properly and free of
defects.

Weep hole present and functioning.

Manhole cover must have VDOT stamp on it.

07. | Ditches and Swales

e Shall have established vegetation and no erosion.

o All riprap shall be lower than outfall invert and is
the correct size and depth.

e No standing water shall be in ditches and swale.

e No planting or structure shall be allowed in an
easement unless stated otherwise in an easement.

08. | Street Signs

e Stop signs shall be placed facing approaching
traffic.

Stop bars are to be placed next to stop signs as
needed.

Street name sign shall not be placed on the same
corners as stop signs other than at intersections
with multi-way stop signs or decorative posts as

approved by VDOT.

Turn around must be an ‘acceptable type.
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09. | Roadway Design - Pavement Marking

e All markings shall be Type B, Class 1 or Type
“A”, and installed according to the approved plan
or per VDOT direction

e Signal poles & foundations are installed at
locations shown on the approved plans. Signal
easements are obtained and recorded

e Lane width, length and taper to be installed
according to the approved plan

e Sight distance requirements are verified for all
commercial entrances and intersections.

10. | Street Lights
e Street lights must NOT be breakaway type.

o A LUP-IPP package must be submitted for street
lights that are within the right-of-way. If the
applicant is an entity other than the County or a
utility company, a continuous bond will be
required as determined by VDOT.

e Street lights shall be properly installed and free of
defects.
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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

preparing the site for preliminary inspection by Fairfax County Staff. The Applicant must refer to VDOT
Standards for Roads and Bridges for details and clarifications.
