The Comprehensive Plan

o Statutory mandate: required by the Code of
Virginia to shape the orderly development of the
county

0 Role: A GUIDE for decision-making about the
County’s land use
Promote public health, safety and welfare
Manage growth, change and renewal of community
Ensure a continued high quality of life for residents
Balance diverse community goals

o Scope: Anticipate change over the next 20-30
years

o Update facts and reflect
buildout

o Anticipated to begin at
conclusion of transition
area study (late 2014)

o Plan to be reviewed
through Areawide Task
Force

o Timeline: 18-24 months
