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Dear Dranesville Resident, 

 

Happy New Year!  Best wishes to you and your family in the coming year.  I hope all of you are enjoying this relatively mild winter. 

 

2011 was an eventful year here in Dranesville. In 2011, the Board of Supervisors passed legislation to resolve the overcharge issues with 

Falls Church Water and bring equitable water rates to thousands of County residents. The County also reached agreement with the 

Washington Metropolitan Airports Authority and several other funding partners on a plan to finance Phase II of the Dulles Rail project, 

reducing the cost of the project by several hundred million dollars and, possibly, by as much as almost a billion dollars.  And, for the 

fourth consecutive year, the Board adopted a budget that held the line on taxes while funding public safety, schools, human services and 

other priorities identified by the community. 

 

I anticipate 2012 being equally eventful.  I continue to make bicycle and pedestrian projects a priority and will work with County staff to 

ensure that the numerous projects planned throughout my district get built. This year we will move forward with plans for the new 

Herndon Fire Station, to implement the utilities undergrounding project in McLean and encourage additional re-development efforts 

there.  

 

By the end of the year the I-495 Express Lanes (formerly called HOTLanes) will be completed. In addition to relief from the 

inconvenience caused by construction, completion of this project will provide significant congestion relief, especially getting into and out 

of Tysons Corner.  

 

The Tysons Metro stations are scheduled for completion by the end of 2013.  The Dulles Rail project brings the opportunity for 

substantial transit oriented development in Tysons Corner and throughout the Dulles Corridor. Many issues involving the infrastructure 

needed to serve that development and plans for financing that infrastructure will be debated and decided during 2012.  I will be 

continuing efforts to provide pedestrian, bike and transit access to these stations.  I will also advocate for additional funding for widening 

Route 7 from Tysons Corner to Reston Avenue. 

 

This year I expect to see the completion of the Salona Park master plan and the transfer of Langley Fork Park from the National Park 

Service to the Fairfax County Park Authority.  I also will be working with community groups to expand playing field capacity. 

 

Developing the budget will again be a challenge as the economy continues its slow improvement and the State continues to reduce its 

support for public education and other essential services provided by the County. We are beginning the budget process and I look forward 

to your help in setting our funding priorities. 

 

If you have any comments or suggestions on issues affecting you or your community please feel free to contact my office.  I am grateful 

for the opportunity to serve you and for all the support and assistance you continue to give my staff and me.

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HOT Lanes Now Called I-495 Express Lanes 
 

The HOT Lanes project is now in its final year of construction, scheduled to open at the end of this year.  A 

new name and new website have been created as part of the transition from a construction project to a new 

transportation option for area drivers.  Signs along the I-495 Beltway will identify the new travel lanes as 

ñExpress Lanesò. 

Drivers are recommended to visit the new project website at 495ExpressLanes.com.  Project developers, 

Transurban-Fluor, are now turning their attention to educating drivers about the future Express Lanes.  This 

new website is designed to help familiarize drivers with the advantages of the new Express Lanes, and provide 

traffic alerts, safety tips and customized directions.   

Old I-495 Lewinsville Bridge Demolished 
 

There is much ñExpress Laneò activity in the area of the Lewinsville bridge over the Capital Beltway.  After 

opening the new bridge to traffic on August 19,  Express Lane contractors are now in the process of  demolish-

ing the original bridge.  The delay in removing the old bridge resulted from a longer than expected transfer of 

cables and other data transmission lines by Verizon between the two bridges.   

 

The most disruptive part of the night time bridge demolition, the removal of the deck concrete from the struc-

tural steel, is now complete. Crews can now move forward with the next stages of demolition. The removal of 

the steel across the Beltway and demolishing the piers and abutments could be complete as early as January 28, 

depending on the weather.  

 

Near the west side of Timberly Lane, work will begin on the construction of a retaining wall with crews work-

ing around the existing Dominion Power lines and other utilities.  It may be necessary for a few weeks to tem-

porarily shut off power to three overhead street lights in the area in order to allow crews to work safely on the 

wall.  Work on the wall will continue through the winter.  On the outer loop side, posts are in the ground for a 

new sound wall and panels are being placed from Lewinsville to the Dulles Toll Road.  The wall is expected to 

be completed by the end of January. 

 

The jersey barriers near Timberly Lane will remain in place until the final roadway alignment and paving of 

Lewinsville Road is done this spring.  Express Lanes construction managers looked into the possibility of mov-

ing the barriers to widen the road but were prevented from doing so by the existing drainage line and the work 

on the retaining wall.  Supervisor Foust has requested that warning signs and other methods to alert drivers be 

maintained in this area.  The final alignment will smooth out the jogs currently on Lewinsville Road and pro-

vide a more natural flow for drivers approaching the bridge from either direction.  Right turn lanes into Timber-

ly and Snow Meadow will also be restored as part of the final alignment work.  Sidewalk construction on the 

two blocks immediately abutting the bridge on both sides of the Beltway will move forward this winter as tem-

peratures allow.  Crews are currently addressing some flaws on portions of the new walkway.   

 

In addition to the walkways installed as part of the Express Lanes project, Fairfax County is building two side-

walk segments extending the sidewalks further, creating a nearly continuous stretch of sidewalk on Lewinsville 

Road between Route 123 and Route 7.  A sidewalk segment between Scotts Run Road and Windy Hill Road is 

scheduled for completion in November of 2012 and a segment between Snow Meadow Lane and Elsinore Ave-

nue is scheduled for completion in April of 2013.

UPDATE:  Agreement Reached on Funding for Dulles Metro Rail Phase II 

Last spring, while construction work continued on the first phase of Dulles Metro, concerns arose about increases 

in the estimated cost of Phase II of the project and the effect of that increase on Fairfax County and Dulles Toll 

Road users.  Disagreements arose about the best way to address those cost concerns, in particular whether the pro-

posed station at the airport should be constructed underground, as originally proposed and favored by Metropoli-

tan Washington Airport Authority (MWAA), or constructed above ground at a considerable cost saving, as fa-

vored by Fairfax and Loudoun Counties.  

A Memorandum of Agreement was reached to the satisfaction of all parties and approved by the Board of Super-

visors in December 2011.  This Memorandum of Agreement includes the following: 

¶ The planned station at Dulles will be above ground. 

¶ Fairfax County will use its best efforts to find third party funding for 2 parking garages in Fairfax County and 

the Route 28 station. 

¶ The Commonwealth agrees to seek $150 million from the General Assembly to be used to reduce the burden 

on Toll Road users. 

¶ The Federal Government will make loans available to Fairfax County, Loudoun County and MWAA. 

Supervisor Foust supports this agreement but would like to see less reliance on Dulles Toll Road users and is in-

vestigating the possibility of imposing tolls on users of the airport access portion of the road. 

Public Meeting to Present Proposed Herndon Fire Station Design 
 

The Fairfax County Department of Public Works and Environmental Services is holding a community meeting to 

present the proposed design for the new Herndon Fire Station located at 680 Spring Street in Herndon:

As proposed, the Herndon Fire Station project will include construction of a new two-story facility of approxi-

mately 14,500 square feet plus an underground parking garage.  It is proposed that the new fire station be con-

structed on the same site as the existing fire station which will, therefore, necessitate a temporary facility during 

construction.  The proposed site for the temporary fire station is located at 791 Elden Street in Herndon. Construc-

tion is planned to start in late spring of 2013 and be completed in summer 2015.

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Board of Supervisors Adopts  

Ordinance to Regulate Water Rates December 6, 2011 
  

The water rates charged by the City of Falls Church are a source of ongoing concern for the ap-

proximately 100,000 customers who reside or have businesses in Fairfax County.  These rates are 

also of concern to the Board of Supervisors.   
  

On December 6, 2011, the Board held a public hearing on a proposed amendment to the County 

code that would equalize water rates for County residents who get their water from other jurisdictionsô water utili-

ties.  Following the public hearing, the Board voted 10-0 to implement the amendment.  

 

Basically, the ordinance requires that effective July 1, 2012, the City of Falls Church, the City of Fairfax and the 

Towns of Vienna and Herndon must charge Fairfax County residents the same rates that Fairfax Water charges un-

less they can demonstrate that a higher rate is fair and reasonable based on their costs.  

 

The ordinance also makes Fairfax Water the exclusive provider for new service in the County effective December 

7, 2011, unless Fairfax Water makes a determination that it cannot make water service available due to a utility-

based reason.  
  

Site plans submitted prior to December 7, 2011 and certain areas of Tysons Corner were exempted from the exclu-

sive service area changes. 

Tysons Corner Mall Developer Moves Forward with Mixed Use Project 
  

Construction of a mixed-use development project by Macerich Co., the owners of Tysons Corner Center, approved 

in 2007, is now underway within walking distance of the future Tysons Central 123 Metro Station. The project is 

located on the former Circuit City site along Chain Bridge Road.  

  

The project is part of a multi-year development at Tysons Corner Center that is expected to be built over 10-15 

years. The first phase consists of the construction of a 300-room high-end hotel. The second phase will include a 20

-story office building, a 400-unit residential building and two retail buildings. That phase will create a new connec-

tion to the Metro station.  

 

In late September, the Board of Supervisors approved the first two Tysons rezoning applications, under the new 

Tysons Comprehensive Plan approved in 2010, for approximately 7 acres near the future Tysons West Metro Sta-

tion, located at Route 7 and Spring Hill Road. An additional 17 rezoning applications are currently being reviewed 

by County staff.  The new Plan aims to have housing for 100,000 residents, as opposed to the approximately 

18,000 currently living in Tysons now. ñRight now we have folks coming from all over the region driving into Ty-

sons,ò said Supervisor Foust. ñThe goal is to have the people who work in Tysons, live in Tysons so they can drive 

less or not at all.ò 

 

While the Macerich project was approved under the previous version of the Tysons Comprehensive Plan, it is 

largely in line with the new Plan. The amount of residential and hotel uses ñis just the kind of development we need 

if we are to address the regionôs jobs-housing balance and traffic in the area,ò said Foust.  

 

The project includes commitments to capping and managing traffic trips, providing on-site recreational facilities, 

and nearly a $1 million contribution to Fairfax County Public Schools. Road improvements will be phased with the 

development and include: installing or adjusting traffic signals, construction of a bus plaza/stop area, constructing 

additional turn lanes, and providing various bus shelters and bicycle racks throughout the development.  
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Four Dranesville Parks Prepare for Master Plan Process 
 

This year Fairfax County Park Authority staff will be working with the community to develop and update the Mas-

ter Plans for four different parks within the Dranesville District.   

A public meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, February 21 at 7 p.m. in the Great Falls Grange to discuss the 

Master Plan for Great Fallsô Riverbend Park.  This meeting will solicit community input for the revision to the 

existing Master Plan.   

Elsewhere, environmental and archaeological studies are underway in the Langley Fork Park as part of the Na-

tional Park Service land transfer to Fairfax County.  The park has many athletic fields and is currently used and 

managed by the Fairfax County Park Authority under a lease agreement with the National Park Service.  The ac-

quisition of Langley Fork Park into the Fairfax County Park system is a priority for Supervisor Foust and negotia-

tions are nearing completion.  Once the land transfer is finalized, planning for the new Master Plan for Langley 

Fork Park will begin.   

In May 2011, Supervisor Foust and Dranesville District Park Authority Board Appointee, Kevin Fay, designated 

the Salona Task Force to review community suggestions for Master Plan options for Salona Park.  Task Force 

members have been busy gathering information and assessing use options for the park.  They are planning to hold 

a public meeting in the near future.   

Finally, this summer work will begin on a revision to the existing Master Plan for McLean Central Park, located 

in the heart of the McLean Central Business District.  After preliminary planning, a public meeting will be held 

later in the year.

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Herndon Parks and Recreation Department Awarded National Re-Accreditation 
 

The Town of Herndonôs Parks and Recreation Department was awarded re-accreditation from the Commission for 

Accreditation of Parks and Recreation Agencies (CAPRA), an independent body sanctioned by the National Park 

and Recreation Association (NPRA) and the American Academy for Park and Recreation Administration. This 

qualifies Herndon as one of 97 nationally-accredited agencies and one of only six in Virginia. There are more than 

10,000 recreation agencies in the United States.   This elite honor was announced at the NPRA Annual Congress 

in Atlanta in November 2011. 

 

CAPRA recognizes park and recreation agencies for excellence in operation and service. Accreditation lasts for 

five years, and Herndon Parks and Recreation first achieved this honor in 2006.  The accreditation process is ex-

tensive and includes a self assessment, an on-site peer review, and final review by CAPRA.  An accredited agency 

must demonstrate compliance with 144 standards ranging in subject matter from fiscal accountability, security and 

personnel management to conservation preservation, land use management and program standards.   

 

The Town of Herndon Parks and Recreation Department is a four-time National Gold Medal Award winner for 

excellence in park and recreation management presented by the American Academy for Park and Recreation Ad-

ministration.  The Town of Herndon is the third largest town in the Commonwealth and is home to more than 

23,000 citizens.   

Fairfax County Parkland Tops 23,000 Acre Mark 
 

The Fairfax County Park Authority concluded a successful year in which land acquisition was a key factor. The 

Park Authority is the largest landholder in Northern Virginia, managing 23,168 acres of parkland, woodlands and 

open space. Land acquisition is accomplished through park bonds, donations, land transfers and proffers. 

The Park Authority worked closely with the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors to complete the transfer of nu-

merous properties throughout Fairfax County in 2011. Included in this significant transfer of land were properties 

at existing parks as well as land that increased the size of several existing parks and stream valleys.  

Parcels added in the Dranesville area include a 3.4 acre addition to Greenway Heights, a 24.4 acre addition to 

Spring Hill Park, and over half an acre added to Scotts Run Stream Valley. 

Great Falls Fire Station Update 
 

The new Great Falls Fire Station is now in its last 

phase of construction.  This phase includes con-

struction of the remaining north portion of the 

parking lot and the septic system.   

 

The project is scheduled to be fully completed at 

the end of February.  Although the new building 

has been open for operation since November 17, 

2011, an official grand opening ceremony has 

been scheduled for March 10, 2012.

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Construction Underway for Pedestrian Safety Medians on Westmoreland Street 
 

Construction efforts are nearly completed on pedestrian improvements at several key intersections on West-

moreland Street in McLean.  Pedestrians will soon find relief while crossing this wide road. 

 

At the request of many citizen groups, including representatives of McLean High School and its PTO, Supervisor 

Foust has been working with representatives of VDOT, the Countyôs Department of Transportation and the Po-

lice Department to find ways to improve pedestrian safety along Westmoreland Street. 

 

At Supervisor Foustôs request, the County Department of Transportation conducted a review of every intersec-

tion along Westmoreland and proposed the addition of pedestrian crossing medians at several of the key cross-

walks.  This recommendation, along with other 

intersection improvements, was shared at a public 

meeting in November 2010.  Soon after, Supervi-

sor Foust obtained funding for the project.  Con-

struction began earlier this month. 
 

The intersections and their modifications are: 
 

¶ Westmoreland Street and Bonheim Court:  

Install raised pedestrian refuge median on 

Westmoreland in the middle of the existing 

crosswalk.  Revamp crosswalk with new signs 

and striping.  Install two ADA curb cuts.  Re-

strict some on-street parking. 

¶ Westmoreland Street and Lemon Road:  

Move crosswalk to improve site distance.  In-

stall curb ramps, new striping and new sign-

age.   

¶ Westmoreland Street and Southridge Drive:  

Install raised pedestrian refuge median on 

Westmoreland in the middle of the existing 

crosswalk.  Revamp crosswalk with new signs and striping.  Install two ADA curb cuts.  

¶ Westmoreland Street entrance to McLean High School:  Brighter crosswalk markings spanning entrance. 
 

Other projects underway to improve safety along Westmoreland Street include: 

 

¶ Westmoreland Street and Old Chesterbrook Road:  Realign intersection to slow turns by making north 

east corner a right angle, revamp crosswalks. 

¶ Westmoreland Street and Dillon Street:   
¶ Install two pedestrian activated Rapid Flash Beacons on either side of the Westmoreland crosswalk to 

McLean High School.   

¶ Fairfax County Public Schools will install  two ñwink-o-maticsò on Westmoreland Street, approxi-

mately 600 feet on either side of the Westmoreland entrance to McLean High School, lowering speed 

limits during school arrival and departure times.   

¶ Extend box culvert north of McLean HS at location of roadside ditch, install new sidewalk along east 

side of Westmoreland halfway to Dillon Street. Revamp crosswalks.  Revamp existing crosswalks to 

have bold striping and ADA curb cuts across Westmoreland to the McLean High School entrance. 

¶ Westmoreland Street and Haycock Road:  Add right turn lane and pedestrian improvements to south 

bound Westmoreland Street

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2012 Snow Removal:  Updates and Information 
 

VDOT has announced changes to its snow removal operations for this winter.  Here is a sum-

mary of those changes as well as some helpful hints to get you through the next snow storm. 

 

Early Deployment to Subdivisions  

Trucks will be pre-positioned in subdivisions whenever the forecast calls for two or more inches of snow. Each 

subdivision will have at least one dedicated truck, with the intent of assigning the same driver to that subdivision 

throughout the winter. In difficult subdivisions there will be more than one truck.  

 

Additional Equipment 

Nearly 3,400 pieces of equipment (mostly contractor) are available for snow and ice removal in northern Virginia 

this winter. Last winter Northern Virginia VDOT had 2,800 pieces of equipment available.  

 

Automatic Vehicle Locator (AVL) Pilot Program 
Contractors are offered a $900 bonus to equip their trucks with AVL which VDOT uses to track their vehicles. As 

of November 2011, more than 1,183 trucks out of 3,400 were equipped with AVL units. This is a pilot program 

that will be evaluated at the end of snow season.  

 

Pilot Website Showing Snow Clearing Progress for Neighborhoods 

VDOT has created a new website for residents to monitor the progress of snow removal in their neighborhood.  

Color-coded maps indicate if a neighborhood is complete, in-progress or started.  Viewers can also follow the pro-

gress of trucks equipped with an AVL through their neighborhoods. (Remember that many plow vehicles are not 

yet carrying AVL devices.)  In addition, the website picks up feeds from cameras positioned on major highways 

and interstates to show live road conditions.  

 

Road Pre-Treatment  

VDOT crews pre-treat 300 lane miles of trouble spots on Interstates, including bridges and ramps prone to freez-

ing, with liquid magnesium chloride. Another 300 lane miles on major roads are pre-treated with salt brine.  

Chemicals are not typically used in subdivisions, but crews will sand hills, curves and intersections as needed to 

provide traction.

Spring Hill Extension Trail Completed 
 

Chadsworth Homes agreed to construct a 6-foot asphalt trail ex-

tending an existing trail on Lewinsville Road to the intersection 

of Summerwood Drive and Spring Hill Road in McLean as an 

alternative to building a 4-foot ñsidewalk to nowhereò, originally 

required as part of a subdivision plan for a residential develop-

ment located off Old Dominion Drive.  The alternative location 

was championed by Supervisor Foust and supported by The Lew-

insville Coalition, a group of homeowners associations along the 

Lewinsville Road corridor. 

 

The trail was completed in early January and offers joggers, 

walkers and bicyclists a safe way to go from Summerwood Drive 

to Lewinsville Road, and west to Stony Point Court. 

Enjoying the new trail are Supervisor Foust;  

Pat Byrne, President of Chadsworth Homes;  

and McLean residents Kelly Cowles and son Matthew. 
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Road Clearing Priorities 

Typically, crews begin plowing in subdivisions when two inches has fallen. The main thoroughfares in subdivi-

sions are repeatedly plowed during a storm. Once the storm has stopped and those roads are clear, crews work to 

make residential streets and cul-de-sacs ñpassable.ò  

 

Definition of a ñPassableò Road 

A neighborhood street is considered passable when a path is drivable (with caution) for an average passenger vehi-

cle. The road will not be cleared curb-to-curb or to bare pavement, and may remain snow-packed, uneven and rut-

ted (especially following any refreeze).   For most storms, one snowplow pass, about eight to ten feet wide, is 

made.  

 

Depending upon the snow fall, removal could take up to 48 hours. During major events, heavy equipment is called 

in and the process slows down drastically. This equipment does not move snow and ice as fast. Please be patient!  

 

Snow Removal on Sidewalks or Trails 

While VDOT does not remove snow from sidewalks or trails, crews are asked to be mindful of pushing large 

amounts of snow onto sidewalks, driveways, etc. With major storms, blocking sidewalks or trails is often an unin-

tended consequence of making roads passable.  

 

Neither the State nor the County clear snow and ice from public walkways (sidewalks and trails). While not legally 

obligated, residents and businesses are asked to help keep sidewalks safe. They should, as soon as feasible, clear 

snow off the side-walks in front of their property so that all pedestrians, especially school children, those with dis-

abilities and the elderly, may walk securely. Homeowner associations may require members of their communities 

to clear walkways abutting their property. Please contact your association or property manager for further infor-

mation.  

 

Neighborhood Parking Recommendations 

Remove your vehicles from the street if possible before a snow storm. If you are unable to remove your vehicle, 

VDOT recommends that residents park on the odd-numbered side of their street to allow plows room to 

pass. Community or homeowners associations can help spread the word about odd-side parking to their communi-

ties to allow more effective plowing.  

 

Clearing Your Driveway 

It is unavoidable for plows clearing after a big storm to not block the end of your driveway with a certain amount 

of snow. VDOT is very aware of this problem and directs its contractors to try to minimize it. You can help mini-

mize the amount of snow plowed in front of your driveway by leaving the last few feet of the driveway un-

shoveled until the street is plowed, and by shoveling the snow from your driveway onto the street to the 

right of your driveway (if facing the street). The plows always push snow along the right side of the road. If you 

shovel to the left, the plows will push that snow back in front of your driveway as it passes. If your driveway snow 

is piled to the right of your driveway, your driveway snow will be pushed beyond your driveway. 

 

Snow Removal Complaints 

Ideally, VDOT would like to hear from a central point of contact for your neighborhood, rather than receiving a 

call from each household on a street. It would save time and effort if you have a Homeowners Association and are 

able to use it as a collection point for your complaints.
