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Beach Mill Road and Towlston Road Bridges:  Flood Damage Repairs Ongoing 
 

Efforts continue to rebuild the Beach Mill Road Bridge over Nichols Branch and the Towlston Road Bridge over 

Rocky Run.  Both bridges were destroyed by the heavy rains and floods and are scheduled to be replaced by tem-

porary structures in early to mid-November.   

 

The Towlston Road bridge replacement, consisting of a temporary pipe culvert, is scheduled to reopen before No-

vember 7.  Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) will begin planning a permanent Towlston bridge 

soon, with construction scheduled for 2012.  The temporary Beach Mill Bridge, comprised of two cement box cul-

verts, is scheduled to be completed before November 14 and will remain in place until the permanent bridge can 

be constructed in the summer of 2012. 

 

Also in and around Dranesville, repairs to Walker Road, where pavement was destroyed by flooding, were com-

pleted on October 6, and repairs to the Hunter Mill Road Bridge were made and the road was reopened to traffic 

on October 4. 

Dranesville News 

Falls Church Water Issue to Come Back 

Before Board of Supervisors  

November 1, 2011 
  

The water rates charged by the City of Falls Church are 

a source of ongoing concern for the approximately 

100,000 customers who reside or have businesses in 

Fairfax County and for the Board of Supervisors.   
 

In April, shortly after the Falls Church City Council pro-

posed to increase its retail water rates by 30% over 5 

years, the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors directed 

the Consumer Protection Commission (CPC), with sup-

port from the Department of Cable and Consumer Ser-

vice, to undertake a comprehensive review of the Cityôs 

water rate-making actions. 
 

The CPC report was discussed at the September 27 

meeting of the Supervisors. After discussion, the Board 

voted to endorse the recommendations of the CPC and 

directed staff to return to the Board with recommenda-

tions on how the Board can implement them. 
  

At the October 18 Board meeting, staff presented a pro-

posed ordinance to implement the recommendations of 

the CPC. After discussion, the Board voted to bring the 

ordinance back before the Board on November 1 for a 

vote on advertising the ordinance and setting a public 

hearing to be held at 4:00 p.m. at the December 6 Board 

meeting.  
 

The ordinance, if passed, will set the rates charged to 

Fairfax County residents by Falls Church Water at the 

level charged by Fairfax Water, unless the City can 

demonstrate that its costs justify a higher rate. The ordi-

nance also would make Fairfax Water the exclusive wa-

ter provider in Fairfax County for expansions unless it is 

impractical for Fairfax Water to service a new area. 
 

Supervisor Foust supports the ordinance. However, there 

was discussion by other Supervisors about the possible 

unintended consequences of adopting the ordinance. 

Several Supervisors suggested staff discuss the potential 

impact of the ordinance on property owners and munici-

palities other than Falls Church. (Vienna, Fairfax City 

and Herndon each have water systems that service some 

Fairfax County residents.) 
 

Since the October 18 meeting, County and Fairfax Wa-

ter staff have been meeting with the individual Supervi-

sors, municipalities and property owners to discuss and 

address their concerns. 
 

Any action the Board takes will require agreement by a 

majority of the Supervisors.  Delays may result if the 

City of Falls Church challenges the Countyôs authority 

to fix the rates paid by its Fairfax County customers.  

 

There is a lot of support on the Board for solving the wa-

ter rate issues, and Supervisor Foust is confident the 

Board will adopt an ordinance that protects County resi-

dents.  
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HOT Lanes Community Grants Still Available  
 

Since its inception in 2009, The Transurban/Fluor Capital Beltway Community Grant Program has awarded 10 

grants worth more than $27,000 to various McLean civic and neighborhood groups.  The diverse grant recipi-

ents include among others:  

 

¶ Pimmit Hills Citizen Association: rainwater and rain barrel conservation programs 

¶ McLean Pedestrian Task Force:  gateway signage 

¶ Green McLean: web site design 

¶ McLean Hamlet Citizen Association: landscaping enhancement

Transurban and Fluor companies are working in partnership with VDOT to deliver the Beltway High Occupan-

cy Toll (HOT) Lanes in Northern Virginia. 

Grant applications are accepted and reviewed quarterly but funding for the program will end with completion 

of the HOT Lanes project in 2012.

New Beltway Bridge Over Route 123 Opens 
 

Motorists along northbound Rt. 123 (Chain Bridge Road) in Tysons will have an early holiday gift.  HOT 

Lanes has completed construction work on the new I-495 bridge over Rt. 123 at Beltway Exit 46 in Tysons, 

and have shifted traffic onto the new bridge.  This shift permits the reopening of the Rt. 123 north on-ramp to 

the Beltway and the removal of the left turn lanes and the corresponding traffic signal. 

 

Also restored are the left lanes on Route 123 in both directions at I-495, bringing the roadway back to full ca-

pacity (three through traffic lanes) as well as a reconfigured ramp from I-495 north to Exit 46A, Route 123 

south. This ramp will be one lane with the merge lane restored on Route 123 and the traffic signal removed.

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Langley Fork Park Master Plan Process Begins 
 

Supervisor John Foust and staff from the Fairfax County Park Authority (FCPA) hosted a public meeting on Octo-

ber 13 to initiate the start of the Master Plan Revision process for Langley Fork Park.  The meeting was to ac-

quaint residents with the current Master Plan, originally written in 1980, and to solicit public suggestions for fu-

ture development.  Fairfax County has leased the land since 1980 and has managed the athletic fields and trail net-

work located there.   

 

An equitable land exchange between National Park Service (NPS) and Fairfax County Park Authority is currently 

being negotiated, whereby the Park Authority is attempting to acquire ownership of Langley Fork Park from NPS 

in exchange for an equally-valued portion of land.  Negotiations are nearing completion for the land transfer to 

occur by the end of 2012.  Once the transfer is complete, the County will be able to proceed with development for 

the site.   

 

An Environmental Assessment will be conducted since the plan involves the transfer of federal land.  The County 

will also conduct a cultural resource and archeological survey of the property as part of the planning process.   

Questions from the residents in attendance focused on the potential development of additional synthetic turf ath-

letic fields, expanded parking and comments from surrounding neighbors. 

 

There will be additional public meetings as the Master Plan process proceeds and residents are encouraged to par-

ticipate either in person or by following the process online.

2010 Fairfax County Youth Survey Results Are Now Available Online 
 

Results of the 2010 Fairfax County Youth Survey are now available to the public on the Fairfax County web-

site.  The survey was conducted in the fall of 2010 and resulted in valid responses from 30,399 students in eighth, 

tenth and twelfth grades.  A separate survey was administered to sixth graders and resulted in11,049 valid respons-

es.  Both reports can be found online at www.fairfaxcounty.gov/youthsurvey. 

 

This is the 6th year for this comprehensive, anonymous and voluntary survey, conducted to assess risk and protec-

tive factors and various health behaviors that influence the health and well-being of our County's youth.  Survey 

results are used to help identify areas of need and future programing for teen and families.  The survey is adminis-

tered jointly by Fairfax County Public Schools and the Fairfax County Department of Neighborhood and Commu-

nity Services.   

 

Fairfax County Public Schools will hold events in local high schools in spring 2012 to present results specific to 

each school pyramid.

Tysons Metrorail Station Access Management Study Advisory Group  

Findings Presented at October 4 Meeting 
 

The Fairfax County Department of Transportation and the Tysons Metrorail Station Access Management Study 

(TMSAMS) Advisory Group shared the findings of the TMSAMS project at a well-attended meeting held on Oc-

tober 4.   
 

TMSAMS was formed and directed to collect the publicôs input on planned transportation improvements to allow 

access by pedestrians, bicyclists and bus service to the new Silver Line Metrorail Stations in Tysons Corner. The 

public input portion of the study included 4 public meetings, 21 stakeholder meetings, and online survey responses 

from almost 1,900 people. The October 4 meeting provided attendees with the opportunity to hear the study results 

and to ask questions of County staff on issues concerning access to the future stations.
