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Dear Dranesville Resident, 
  
 

My staff and I join with you in mourning the tragic loss of innocent lives in the Newtown, Connecticut shootings. 

In this issue of the Dranesville Dispatch, you will find information from the County and other sources on the issues 

of school safety, grief and stress management, and mental health resources. Once again, a horrible loss of innocent 

lives demonstrates why we must improve our mental health services and strengthen our gun control laws.  
  

Phase I of the Silver Line Metro, with four stations in Tysons and one at Wiehle Avenue in Reston, is scheduled to 

begin service in December 2013. Since the Tysons Comprehensive Plan was adopted in 2010, I have been working 

to provide for commuter parking near the Metro stations in Tysons. Recently, the Board of Supervisors endorsed a 

Request for Interest to identify developers interested in constructing commuter lots in Tysons, and the response has 

been very encouraging. 

 

The Express Lanes opened last month and will provide commuters some relief from beltway congestion.  They will 

also provide an excellent opportunity to run express bus service along the beltway. By Spring, 2013, Fairfax 

Connector will provide express bus service between the Burke, Springfield and Lorton VRE stations and Tysons 

using the Express Lanes.  The County is also considering new feeder and circulator bus routes and schedules to 

serve the Tysons area when the new Metro stations open.  
  

The County Park Authority is paving a trail along the Dead Run Valley stream and continuing to revise the McLean 

Central Park Master Plan.  Also in this issue are details on a new Tree Walk trail in Riverbend Park and an update 

on the efforts of the Salona Task Force. 
  

After years of effort, a significant milestone was recently reached with the negotiated sale of Falls Church Water to 

Fairfax Water.  The agreement between Fairfax County, the City of Falls Church and Fairfax Water was reached 

with the assistance of a federal mediator and will be voted on by Falls Church City voters on November 13, 2013.  

Details are found in this newsletter. 
  

I am pleased to recognize several organizations and individuals whose outstanding efforts are making a difference 

in Dranesville.  Nationally recognized for outstanding academic achievement, George C. Marshall High School 

celebrated its 50th Anniversary this year.  Also, the Board of Supervisors recognized several organizations working 

on behalf of people living with disabilities in Fairfax County and elsewhere.  The stories of these and other 

outstanding individuals and organizations are discussed in this issue. 
  

My staff and I wish you and your family a wonderful holiday season and a happy and healthy new year.  It is an 

honor to serve you. As always, I welcome your thoughts on how to best serve the Dranesville community.  Please 

feel free to contact us with your suggestions and concerns.

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Fiscal Year 2014 and 2015 Budget Planning Underway 
 

One of the most daunting tasks facing the Board of Supervisors each year is the preparation of the 

County budget. Preparation of the fiscal year (FY) 2014 budget is now underway. We continue to 

be in the midst of a multi-year, cyclical economic downturn.  Our ongoing challenge is to develop 

a budget with an appropriate level of services that are affordable, sustainable and acceptable to the 

community.  

 

As vice chairman of the Board’s Budget Committee, Supervisor Foust’s emphasis continues to be 

on reducing costs, improving efficiencies and adequately funding essential services such as 

schools, human services and public safety, while holding the line on property taxes. And as Chair-

man of the Board’s Audit Committee, he is working with the County Auditor to improve the cost 

effective operation of the County. 

 

On November 27, Fairfax County Executive Edward Long and Fairfax County Public Schools 

(FCPS) Superintendent Jack Dale presented preliminary forecasts for FY 2014 and FY 2015 to the 

Board of Supervisors and the School Board. The fiscal forecast projects significant budget short-

falls for both fiscal years. 

 

Mr. Long is scheduled to present a combined FY 2014 and FY 2015 budget plan as a tool to pro-

vide awareness of the multi-year impact of potential budget reductions, in addition to the FY 2014 

Advertised Budget at the February 26 Board of Supervisors’ meeting.  Superintendent Dale is 

scheduled to release his proposed budget on January 10. 

 

As he has done for the past four years, Supervisor Foust has convened his citizen budget task 

force, chaired this year by John Ulfelder.  The members have begun meeting and hearing presenta-

tions by various County and FCPS officials. The Task Force report will be presented to Supervisor 

Foust early in 2013.  He will share it with his colleagues on the Board as they develop the final 

budget. 

 

The County is encouraging all residents to provide input for the FY 2014 and FY 2015 budget 

plan. Comments will be accepted through mid-December and provided to the County Executive. 

Comments can be submitted on line as www.fairfaxCounty.gov/dmb/FY2014/survey.  There will 

be numerous opportunities for public input on the FY 2014 budget after the County Executive re-

leases the Advertised Budget.  In addition, the Board of Supervisors will hold public hearings on 

the budget on April 9, 10 and 11.

Agreement Reached for Falls Church Water to be Acquired by Fairfax Water 

Fall Church City Voting on Referendum in 2013 
 

On November 20, the City of Falls Church, Fairfax Water and Fairfax County announced an agreement for the 

sale of the Falls Church Water Utility to Fairfax Water. 

 

The terms of the sale were negotiated with the assistance of a federal mediator and include the purchase of the 

Falls Church Water Utility for $40 million, reduction of water rates to Falls Church Water customers and 

adjustments to the Falls Church City/Fairfax County boundary.  The agreement is subject to approval by the 

voters of the City of Falls Church by referendum in November 2013. 

 

As part of the agreement, the City’s boundary with Fairfax County would be adjusted to include within the 

City’s limits, three parcels totaling approximately 42 acres: 

 

 A parcel with George Mason High School, Mary Ellen Henderson Middle School and adjoining athletic 

facilities and a connecting parcel at Route 7 and Haycock. 70% of the school parcels must be used for 

education-related purposes for 50 years.  (Map of school land: http://www.fallschurchva.gov/content/

government/departments/publicutilities/future/2012docs/map_schoolland_2012nov26.jpg.) 

 

 Several city-owned parcels near the intersection of Shreve Road and Gordons Road.  (Map of Shreve Road 

and Gordon Road area: http://www.fallschurchva.gov/content/government/departments/publicutilities/

future/2012docs/map_gordonrdland_2012nov26.jpg.) 

 

Also as part of the agreement, within two years, the rates of Falls Church water system customers must be 

reduced to the same rates paid by Fairfax Water’s existing customers.  This purchase will not impact the water 

rates of current Fairfax Water customers.

Proposed Dulles Rail Bus Service Plan Available for Review and Comment 
 

Fairfax County Department of Transportation (FDOT) has developed the Phase 1 Dulles Rail Bus Service 

Plan, based on the recommendations of the County’s 2009 Transit Development Plan.  The Service Plan 

proposes circulator routes (internal to the Tysons-central area) and feeder routes needed to access Silver Line 

Metro stations slated to open next winter.  Also recommended are the realignment and/or replacement of some 

existing routes. 

 

Please note that all services described in the plan are only proposals.  The County welcomes your comments 

through the project website.  In addition, FDOT is planning a robust public outreach effort including several 

public meetings beginning in January 2013, to collect community feedback on the plan.

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Phase I of McLean Utility Undergrounding Project Complete;  Phase II Underway 
 

Last June, Supervisor John Foust, representatives from the McLean Revitalization Corporation (MRC), County 

and VDOT, and various property owners broke ground to mark the start of the project to underground utilities, a 

project decades in the making.  

 

The undergrounding of overhead power and other utility lines will 

occur along one side of Old Dominion from the Shell service 

station to Center Street (beyond the PNC Bank), and along both 

sides of Chain Bridge Road from approximately Laughlin Street 

(Capital One/Starbucks) to approximately Curran Street (Boston 

Market/McLean Cleaners). The undergrounding project will tie in 

with the existing undergrounding along Lowell and Emerson 

Avenues that was completed as part of the Palladium project.  

  

Work to construct the ductwork (Phase I) began in July with 

minimal disruption to businesses and residents. As of the end of 

November, Phase I was virtually completed.  Phase II, which is the 

pulling of the wires by Dominion Virginia Power, Cox Cable and 

Verizon has begun. It is estimated that Phase II will take 6-9 

months.  

 

In addition, the traffic signals that presently hang from wires from 

various poles will be replaced by the more attractive mast arm 

poles now preferred by VDOT. While the intersection was not 

on VDOT’s schedule for signal replacement, at the urging of 

Supervisor Foust, VDOT found the funding necessary for 

construction of the mast arms. 

  

After completion of the utility work, brick and concrete sidewalks will be installed throughout the project area. 

A Federal Transportation Enhancement Grant (TEG) awarded to the MRC will fund the sidewalk work. 

Pedestrian improvements at the Old Dominion/Chain Bridge intersection will follow, also with funding from the 

TEG.  

  

“In a very short period of time, one of the busiest intersections in McLean will look significantly more attractive 

and will be safer for pedestrians and bicyclists,” said Supervisor John Foust. “I am extremely pleased that Phase 

I caused minimal disruptions, and I want to express my gratitude to the various property owners who granted 

easements at no cost to the project and whose businesses accommodated construction at their entrances.”

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Board Approves Tysons “Arbor Row” Plan 

 
On November 20, the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors 

voted to approve Cityline Partners’ mixed-use redevelop-

ment proposal called “Arbor Row”. The unanimous vote 

followed a positive recommendation from the Planning 

Commission and County staff. 

 

The project, along West Park Drive in Tysons, near Tysons 

Galeria, includes the redevelopment of approximately 20 

acres of mostly aging office buildings. The redevelopment 

totals 2.6 million square feet of mixed use development 

within a third to a half-mile from the Tysons Corner Metro-

rail Station. Cityline will construct three high-rise residential 

buildings with approximately 1,179 units, four office towers, 

a 250-room hotel, and 58,000 square feet of retail.  

 

In addition to providing millions in cash and in-kind contributions for constructing the Tysons street grid and 

other transportation improvements around Tysons Corner, Cityline will dedicate an eight-acre parcel of land to 

the County and construct two new synthetic turf athletic fields with lights and parking. Ultimately, one of the 

field spaces could be designated for a new school building to meet the student population demand in Tysons. The 

application also includes $500,000 of stream restoration improvements along with a new stream valley trail with-

in an urban linear park.  

 

The Cityline project was approved under the revised Tysons Comprehensive Plan, approved in 2010. The plan 

calls for transforming Tysons from an auto dependent suburban office park to a vibrant mixed use center focused 

on transit. The Plan calls for Tysons to be transformed into a walkable, sustainable, urban center that will be 

home to up to 100,000 residents and 200,000 jobs by the year 2050. 

Board Endorses Tysons Interim Parking Roadmap 
 

The establishment of interim parking for Tysons moved a step forward on November 14 with the Board of 

Supervisors’ endorsement of the Metrorail Interim Parking Request for Interest (RFI). The RFI advances a follow

-on motion to the Tysons Comprehensive Plan, presented by Supervisor Foust, and adopted by the Board that 

calls on County planners to identify commuter parking opportunities for the next 10-15 years in Tysons. The RFI 

outlines a streamlined program that allows interested developers to construct privately-run commuter lots in 

Tysons. 

 

“This is a win-win,” said Supervisor Foust. “It will maximize Metro ridership and improve access to the 

Metrorail stations for residents of nearby communities.” 

 

Several property owners have already expressed interest in the program and according to staff, one land owner 

expects to have a parking lot operational by the time Metro doors open.

Board Establishes Bi-Partisan Election Process  

Improvement Commission 

 
At its November 20 meeting, the Board of Supervisors voted to establish the Bi-Partisan Elec-

tion Process Improvement Commission.  The Commission is tasked with reviewing opera-

tions during the 2012 general election and with identifying improvements and efficiencies to ensure access and 

convenience for voters in future elections. 

 

Former Chairman of the Board of Supervisors Kate Hanley, and former Dranesville Supervisor and former Fair-

fax County Chamber of Commerce Chairman Stu Mendelsohn, will serve as co-chairs.  

 

Voter turnout for the 2012 election was 80.5%, exceeding the 78.7 % in 2008; 12,667 more people voted in Fair-

fax County on Election Day 2012 than did four years ago. 

 

Cited in the discussion of the need for the commission was the long waits incurred by some voters.  Exercising 

one’s right to vote is a good thing to do; waiting in line several hours to do so is not. The last vote in the County 

was recorded at 10:30 p.m., some three and a half hours after the polls closed. 

 

The commission will study a wide range of issues, including but not limited to: 

 

 Considering optimal locations for precincts, the adequacy of parking at each precinct, and whether sufficient 

space is available for stacking lines and carrying out operations effectively. 

 Analyzing the size of precincts to determine if some precincts should be divided. 

 Analyzing a variety of issues associated with equipment, including number of voting machines, types of vot-

ing equipment, electronic poll books and back-up machines as well  as reviewing  accepted industry stand-

ards for how many machines per voter should exist at precincts.   

 Examining practices for ensuring a sufficient number of election workers on voting days as well as how the 

Registrar identifies and trains election workers. Consideration should be given to the barriers to becoming an 

election worker, appropriate training, instruction materials and reporting forms. 

 Evaluating the process by which election officials are approved and dispatched to polls. 

 Reviewing the County’s Absentee Voting policy, including a review of both the by-mail and in-person voting 

process. 

 

Membership on the Commission will consist of: 

 

 The chair, or his/her designee, of the Republican and Democratic Party of Fairfax County. 

 One appointee from each District Supervisor and two appointees from the Chairman’s office. 

 A representative from Fairfax County Public Schools administration.  

 Organizations such as: the Federation of Citizens’ Associations, the Fairfax County Chamber of Commerce, 

the League of Women Voters, the Fairfax Bar Association. 

 Representatives from the major minority populations in the County. 

 

The Commission is expected to begin work in January 2013 with its recommendations given to the Board of Su-

pervisors in May 2013.  

 

While elections in Virginia are the responsibility of state and local electoral boards, and the General Registrar is 

appointed by the Fairfax County Electoral Board, the County Board of Supervisors does help to provide the 

funding required for elections. Additionally, employees in the Office of elections are Fairfax County employees.  
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Construction Underway for Langley Forks Scenic Pull-Off and Additional Parking 
 

After a number of starts and stops, construction has begun of a scenic pull-off and additional parking spaces to 

serve Clemyjontri Park in McLean. 

 

The plan to have a scenic pull off on Georgetown Pike has been in the works for over 10 years. Members of the 

Georgetown Pike Association and the Great Falls Citizens Association conceived of the idea in order to highlight 

the historic significance of the Pike. 

 

The original project scope consisted of an historic marker and a small pull-off for 5-8 parking spaces. Because of 

the enormous popularity of Clemyjontri Park, which opened in 2006, Supervisor Foust and the Park Authority 

requested that the parking area be enlarged to 20 spaces. VDOT, the manager of the project, agreed. 

 

The Park Authority agreed to clear and grub the site, completing that work earlier this year. A federal Transporta-

tion Enhancement Grant (administered by VDOT) and County money make up the remainder of the project fund-

ing.   

 

VDOT bid the construction job four times. In two cases, the bids were significantly higher than the funding avail-

able. In another case, the awarded contractor went bankrupt. In October, VDOT received a bid from a company 

that could do the work with available funds.  Construction began in the first week of December. If the weather 

cooperates, construction of the spaces along with striping and paving will be completed before the end of the 

year.  

 

Supervisor Foust is concerned that crossing Georgetown Pike from the parking lot to Clemyjontri can be danger-

ous.  “I’m very pleased that VDOT engineering is considering the addition of pedestrian safety improvements to 

the pull-off project,” said Supervisor Foust.

McLean Central Park Master Plan Revision 
 

On November 27, the Fairfax County Park Authority hosted a public meeting to solicit community input into the 

planning process for McLean Central Park.  The park is located at the intersection of Old Dominion Dr. and Dol-

ley Madison Blvd. and is a well-established landmark in the heart of McLean.  Residents can stroll among the 

trees and open lawns or seek more active recreation, available with the tennis and basketball courts, the disc golf 

course and two playgrounds for the younger set.  A trail network connects the park with adjacent neighborhoods, 

the Dolley Madison Library and the McLean Community Center. 

 

The Park Authority explained at the meeting that the Master Plan process is a regular part of its review of County 

parks to determine that parks are adequately meeting the needs of the community.  The process provides an op-

portunity for public dialogue to identify community issues and concerns and for residents to offer suggestion for 

future features and activities.  Because of the proximity of other civic resources, the Park Authority will coordi-

nate closely with representatives from the McLean Community Center and the Dolley Madison Library.

New Riverbend Tree Walk Shows Diversity of Species at Park 
 

Visitors to Riverbend Park have a new way to explore the 400-plus acres of land along the Potomac River. Lo-

cal resident Tabitha Eagle, with the help of Bob Vickers of the Fairfax County Tree Commission and staff at 

Riverbend, helped mark a mile-long trail that identifies 20 differ-

ent tree varieties within the park. 
 

The circular trail starts at the Visitors Center, then goes north 

along the Potomac Heritage Trail, then moves west along the Fol-

low the Hollows trail almost to the Nature Center before looping 

back to the Visitors Center. It features species of box elder, silver 

maple, spice bush, basswood, pignut hickory and more.  Some of 

the largest examples in the state are within 10 feet of each trail 

and clearly marked. 

"It’s a relatively short walk, and though part of it goes uphill be-

fore coming back to the Visitors Center, I think it’s a walk a lot 

of people can make," Vickers said. "What’s also nice is the first 

third of the walk is right along the river and features the majority 

of the trees, so that makes for a shorter, easier walk that still of-

fers plenty."

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Captain Patrick Horan, ‘Sears Heroes at Home’ and ‘Rebuilding Together’  

Recognized at December 4 Board Meeting 
 

This past summer, Captain Patrick Horan and his wife moved into a home that was retrofitted to meet his physical 

needs resulting from a severe injury sustained while on duty in Iraq.  

 

Captain Horan was born and raised in Springfield, Virginia and graduated from Radford University in 1997. Later 

that year, he enlisted in the Infantry and graduated first in his class from Officer Candidate School. He deployed to 

Iraq in the summer of 2006. In the summer of 2007, Captain Horan was shot and gravely injured.   

 

Captain Horan was completely debilitated. But he has defied the odds, and after five years of intensive physical 

and occupational therapy, he has made a remarkable recovery and is able to walk and talk. Unfortunately, he still 

suffers many residual effects from the injury. 

 

With much of his rehabilitation occurring at Walter Reed, he and his wife Patty looked for a home in Montgomery 

County. But after being outbid for a house, they returned to Northern Virginia and purchased a four-bedroom 

home in McLean. 

 

Several changes needed to be made to the house in order to create a safe environment for Captain Horan.  After 

seeing a story about Captain Horan on a national TV program, representatives from the Heroes at Home project, 

sponsored by Sears, and Rebuilding Together stepped in. The Sears program for wounded veterans has helped re-

build homes for more than 1,000 veterans since 2007. Rebuilding Together is the nation’s leading nonprofit organ-

ization working to preserve affordable homeownership and revitalize neighborhoods. Nationally 10,000 houses a 

year are renovated. The Arlington/Fairfax/Falls Church Rebuilding Together affiliate renovates about 40 houses in 

Fairfax County each year assisting low-income homeowners, particularly seniors, persons with disabilities, fami-

lies with children and veterans. What was unique about this effort, is that the Montgomery affiliate of Rebuilding 

Together joined the team of volunteers.  

 

The project team lined up local contractors to provide free or reduced-price services. The value of the improve-

ments to the Horan house are valued at over $100,000 and include an elevator, and a new handicapped accessible 

bathroom with telephone.   

 

Captain Horan and his family along with Representatives of the Heroes at Home and Rebuilding Together pro-

grams, came before the Board on December 4 to be recognized for his service to his country and extraordinary for-

titude in dealing with his injuries.  

On December 4, the Board of Supervisors recog-

nized Captain Patrick Horan and his family for his 

service to the country and also the Rebuilding To-

gether and Sears Heroes at Home programs for 

their efforts to renovate homes for  

wounded warriors.
