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The tick life cycle includes an egg, larva, nymph
and adult stage. Only the nymphs and adults

can transmit disease.
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Prompt tick removal can
minimize the spread
of disease.
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Today is a good day to
mow your lawn.
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Ticks cannot fly.
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A repellent can
help keep ticks and
mosquitoes away while
you work in the yard.
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In Virginia ticks can transmit diseases such
as, Lyme disease, ehrlichiosis, babesiosis,
anaplasmosis and Rocky Mountain spotted

fever.
