The total increase in assessed value of existing properties is expected to be 2.47 percent.  The following rate is recommended to increase: refuse collection services assessment from $315 per household unit to $330 per household unit.  The <<Reston><Community Center>> tax rate at $0.047/$100 assessed value is not recommended to change.
