Rail Construction to Impact Parking at Reston East Park and RideRail Construction to Impact Parking at Reston East Park and Ride  
 

Parking spaces at Reston East Park and Ride on Wiehle Avenue north of the Dulles Toll Road will be im-

pacted by Dulles Rail construction as early as November 28, 2010.  Reston East Park and Ride is the loca-

tion of the future parking garage for the Wiehle Avenue Metrorail station, the last of five stations in Phase I 

of the Dulles Corridor Metrorail Project, scheduled to open in late 2013.  
 

The construction project is expected to require closing of approximately 200 of 820 parking spaces on or 

about Nov. 28 for preliminary utility work.   
 

Construction is not expected to be fully active until March 2011, at which time all 820 parking spaces will 

be closed until work is completed on a new 2,300-space Metrorail parking facility.  The county is actively 

looking for additional parking spaces and will post additional parking options on the Fairfax Connector 

Web site as they are confirmed.

VDOT no longer does traffic calming  and the county has had to absorb the administration and the costs of 

the program. The following language is now being included for new programs and current programs are 

being reprioritized.  If your community has an RTAP project in process with the county, please try to com-

plete the process as soon as you can or funding for your project may be in jeopardy. 
NOTE: The construction of physical traffic calming and cut-through restriction measures depends upon the availability of 

funds from the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT).  At this time, due to VDOT’s budget situation, funding 

for construction of new traffic calming and cut-through restriction measures is not available.  If desired by a community, 

staff from the Fairfax County Department of Transportation will continue to process requests to determine street eligi-

bility for the program and to plan for and develop conceptual traffic calming and cut-through restriction plans with the 

community.  However, in undertaking this effort, communities should do so with the understanding that, 1)construction 

funding may not be available for implementation once a conceptual plan is developed and, 2) the eligibility and plan-

ning effort may need to be repeated depending on the length of time that elapses between completion of the communi-

ty involvement process and funding becoming available for implementation of new traffic calming projects.

Deer Herd Management Activities: 

Colvin Run and Difficult Run Stream Valley Parks 
 

County staff will be working with archery groups to conduct deer management hunt in Colvin Run and Dif-

ficult Run Stream Valley Parks between October 16 and February 12.  The areas border Hunter Mill Road 

and Route 7, and between Carpers Farm Way and Difficult Run.  A public meeting will be held on this pro-

gram on Thursday, October 14, 7-8:30 p.m., at the McLean Governmental Center, 1437 Balls Hill Road. 
 

Archery is the primary management tool used by landowners on pri-

vate property and typically account for over 75% of all deer harvested 

in Fairfax County.  Virginia Department of Game and Inland Fisheries, 

who is responsible for all wildlife in the state,  permit three manage-

ment tools for deer population; managed hunts, sharpshooting and ar-

chery.  The Archery program is conducted by qualified archery groups, 

comprised of ethical, experienced bow hunters who have demonstrat-

ed superior marksmanship and skill.   
 

White-tailed deer are one of the most common and graceful native 

wildlife species in Virginia.  The deer population in Northern Virginia has grown beyond the carrying capac-

ity that our remaining native habitats can sustain.  Many parks have little or no remaining vegetation below 

five feet.  This damage to the forest understory has significant impacts on native plant communities and 

wildlife species that depend on them.
