Admin 2: Extension of review period for no more than 60 days for application 2232-H11-4 for
Dominion Virginia Power electrical substation near Clay Lane and Sunset Hills Road — extended
to October 2, 2011.

Admin 3: Authorization to advertise public hearings to consider proposed amendments to the
Public Facilities Manual Chapters 7 and 8 Re: Design of Public Streets and Sidewalks that will
address the new State Street Acceptance requirements and Appendix B(1) Subdivision Street Design
Guide of the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) Road Design Manual, and emergency
access and operations requirements.

Admin 7: Streets accepted into the Secondary System;
Lawyers Road (additional ROW only) by St. John Neumann Church.

Admin 9: Authorization to advertise a public hearing on amendments to the Code of the
County of Fairfax, Chapter 41.1, Animal Control and Care. Code modifications are needed to
provide for the exception of service animals to the County’s leash law and to comply with the
Americans with Disabilities Act regulations. “Unrestricted dogs” will not apply if the dog is a service
dog and is under his/her handler’s control. Control can mean by leash, but also with voice control,
signals or other effective means.

Action 1: Endorsement of transportation funding policies and program allocations for
transportation funding sources. Action to ensure that major County transportation projects remain
fully funded and proceeding towards implementation. (See Board Agenda and Meeting Schedule
webpage for complete list of previously approved projects.)

Action 2: Approved Supplemental Appropriation Resolution AS 11133 and approval of a
Standard Project Administration Agreement for the Department of Transportation to accept
Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) program funding for the Dulles Corridor bicycle
and pedestrian improvements. DOT approved to accept $8,640,000 in CMAQ funding, no local

match required. Projects previously approved are;

Action 4: Approval of the 2011 Forest Pest Management Suppression Program
Approved of suppression methods to combat this year’s menu of bugs and diseases munching on our
County’s trees.

Action 5: Approval to issue Fairfax County Economic Development Authority Transportation
District Improvement Revenue Bonds to enable the county to make payments toward the County’s
share of the construction cost of Phase 1 Metrorail Silver Line.

Action 6: Approved the issuance of FCRHA Refinancing, Bond Anticipation Notes (Affordable
Housing Acquisition) Series 2011A for Crescent Apartments.

Action 7: Deferred action to establish an independent review process for the Police
