Dear Hunter Mill Friends, 
 

Budgets are on the minds of many folks these days, including the Board of Supervi-
sors.  Fiscal responsibility is reflected in tough choices.  The Board listened to input 
from 160 speakers during three days of public hearings.  Here in Hunter Mill, I assem-
bled a budget advisory group comprised of 15 citizens to provide grassroots commu-
nity perspective.  I conducted two budget community meetings in our district, and 
many residents chose to convey their thoughts on the budget by writing to me.  Thank 
you all for your valuable input.   
 

The Board will formally adopt the County’s FY2012 budget at our next meeting on 
April 26.  We agreed upon a mark-up at our last meeting which reflects what we heard 
from our citizens.  Some highlights include:   

 A path to offer full-day kindergarten in all our elementary schools.  The Board 
proposed several funding sources to support expansion of this program to the 
remaining schools.   

 A proposed tax rate of $1.07 which will result in little or no increases in proper-
ty taxes for most Fairfax County homeowners.   

 An increase of $1.3 million in funding for high school graduates with Intellectu-
al Disabilities and medical detoxification and the diversion to detoxification 
programs. 

 A transfer amount to the schools in the amount of $1.6 billion, the same as FY 
2011.  

 A reserve of $2.3 million to protect the county against further state and 
federal funding reductions.  

 

We did our best to continue to look for efficiencies.  The proposed 2012 budget in-
cluded more than $20 million in reductions, on top of the $180 million in reductions 
the county already made in the previous two fiscal years.  But, taxes need not be 
looked upon as just a burden, they are also an investment in the community we love 
and the life we enjoy.   We need to invest to continue what our predecessors gave to 
us  – a vibrant, caring and connected community.

From March 29th through 31st, in the Fairfax County Board Auditorium, residents participated in the Public 
Hearing on the Fairfax County Fiscal Year 2012 Budget.  The Board of Supervisors heard testimony from resi-
dents from 62 speakers on March 29th, 63 speakers on March 30th, and from 38 speakers on March 31st. 
 

The Board’s Budget Committee met for the last time during this year’s budget process on April 8th and officially 
had the mark-up on April 12th.  Budget Committee chairman Sharon Bulova presented a budget package that 
recommended a $1.07 / $100.00 Real Estate Tax Rate.  Funding for full-day kindergarten was recommended to 
be sought from the Board’s transfer.  At the April 8th meeting, Supervisor Hudgins asked that Housing and Hu-
man Services shortfalls identified by the Fairfax County Area Human Services Council be funded from within 
the adopted budget, or newly identified revenues.  Employee salary increases were recommended at the Carry-
Over process in September if the county had revenue increases.   
 

The Board of Supervisors received the County Executive’s Fiscal Year 2013 Proposed Budget which  recom-
mended at Real Estate Tax Rate of $1.09 / $100, leaving $30 million unallocated for the Board to decide how to 
disperse.  His proposed budget also recommended a transfer for Fairfax County Public Schools equal to that of 
Fiscal Year 2011 and did not include a compensation increase for County employees. 
 

The Board of Supervisors will adopt the Fiscal Year 2012 Budget on April 26, 2012 at its regularly scheduled 
meeting.

Redistricting 
 

The Fairfax County Board of Supervisors held a Public Hearing April 12, 2011, to review the Reapportionment, 
or Redistricting Plans, by which the process is commonly known.  The Board is scheduled to adopt a redistrict-
ing plan at its April 26th Board of Supervisors’ meeting. 
 

In November 2010, the Board of Supervisors appointed the Advisory Citizen Redistricting Committee to make 
recommendations for Fairfax County’s 2011 Reapportionment.  The committee has recommended a 22 plan 
variations including 19 plans that maintain nine magisterial districts, two plans calling for ten, and one suggesting 
the County have eleven districts. 
 

The 21-member committee was led by former Board of Supervisors Chairman and current Hunter Mill District 
resident Kate Hanley.  Ms. Hanley was joined on the committee by three other Hunter Mill District residents: C. 
Denver Lovett, the Hunter Mill District Representative; Walter Alcorn, Member At-Large; and David Thomas, 
the Republican Party Representative. 
 
There are a number of legal criteria that any redistricting plan must meet, and the plan that is adopted by the 
Board of Supervisors also must be approved by the U.S. Justice Department.  There are three basic requirements 
that any redistricting plan must satisfy: equal representation; contiguous, compact districts; and traditional redis-
tricting principles.  In addition to these three principle requirements, any redistricting plan must comply with the 
Voting Rights Act of 1965. This act prohibits discriminating against the voting rights of racial or language mi-
norities, and it requires the U.S. Department of Justice to approve Fairfax County’s redistricting plan.  
 

The General Assembly is responsible for the drawing Virginia’s state and Congressional districts.  For infor-
mation on this process, please visit http://redistricting.dls.virginia.gov/2010/Default.aspx.

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Notice to Disabled Veterans/Property Owners 
 

On April 6, 2011 the Virginia General Assembly approved and the Governor 
signed into law an authorizing statue to exempt certain disabled veterans and their 
surviving spouses from local real estate tax on their principal residence. This legis-
lation implements the Virginia constitutional amendment approved by the elec-
torate in November 2010.   
 
Certain requirements must be met in order to qualify for the exemption and an 
application link is provided on the County’s website at www.fairfaxcounty.gov/

dta/realestatetax_disabledveterans.htm  Generally the application is a one-time pro-
cess and does not need to be submitted annually, unless there is a change in circumstances such as if the veter-
an’s principal place of residence changes.   
 
This exemption has no means test (it is not based on the applicant’s income or assets).  However, certain docu-
mentation must be submitted in order to qualify.  The exemption is effective beginning on and after January 1, 
2011.  Taxes assessed for years prior to this date are not eligible for exemption.

Homeless Numbers Remain Stable in Fairfax 
 

The results of the 2011 Point in Time Survey that was completed on January 26th 2011.  The number of people 
who were homeless as counted through the Point in Time Survey has remained stable at counted 1,549 people 
who were literally homeless.  This is a change of 5 more people versus the 2010 Point in Time Survey which 
counted 1,544 people. 
 

The effective and collective efforts to prevent individuals and families from becoming homeless were very sig-
nificant this year as on more than 10,000 occasions emergency housing assistance was provided to those in need 
in the Fairfax community.  The County’s homeless prevention efforts prevented homelessness for over 900 
people who received short term housing assistance through the Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-housing 
Program  (HPRP). Without our collective prevention and HPRP efforts and support the County’s homeless 
number would certainly have been larger.

Woodland Park Crossings Retail, L.L.C. & Woodland Park Apartments, LLC - Herndon:   
Woodland Park Crossings Retail, L.L.C. and Woodland Park Apartments, LLC located, at 2300 and 2307 Wood-
land Crossing Drive, have filed a Comprehensive Sign Plan Amendment (CSPA 2003-HM-046) for one (1) 
monument sign, located at the corner of Eastpark Drive and Corporate Park Drive, to identify the Monroe Place 
residential building.

Proposed Changes to Minimum Street Width Requirement  
 

County staff are proposing a change to the minimum width requirement for new streets, making the standard a 
minimum of 36 feet wide. This minimum width allows parking on both sides of the street while providing space 
for emergency access and operations. This proposal differs from the Virginia Department of Transportation’s 
standard of a minimum of 29 feet or less in some instances.  
 

On May 5, at 8:15 p.m., the Fairfax County Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on the pro-
posed standard. Following this hearing, the commission will make a recommendation to the Board of Supervi-
sors, which is scheduled to hold a public hearing on June 7 at 4 p.m.  If approved, the new street width 
standard would become part of the county’s Public Facilities Manual. This manual sets out the county’s rules for 
commercial and residential development. If not adopted, the county will follow the VDOT standard.  
 

There are considerations for and against adopting wider street widths:  
 Wider streets create more impervious surface. This increases stormwater runoff that must be addressed 

through stormwater management facilities to prevent damage to creeks, streams and rivers.  
 County and state standards will be inconsistent if the proposal is adopted.  
 Wider streets aren’t needed to accommodate parking on both sides of the road because there is 

plenty of off-street parking in many neighborhoods, and new, single-family developments must be built 
with off-street parking.  

 Wider streets encourage people to drive faster because they feel 
more comfortable doing so on wide streets rather than narrow ones.  

 

Wider streets are proposed because:  
 Narrow streets, along with illegally parked cars, can prevent fire 

trucks from getting to the fire.  
 Narrow streets can prevent fire trucks from using their ladders. To 

use ladders, the trucks must deploy outriggers to stabilize the vehicle. 
When fully extended, the outriggers make the truck 21.5 feet wide. Be-
cause some of VDOT’s minimum street width standards are narrower, 
fire trucks won’t be able to fully deploy their outriggers.  

 Narrow streets would require restricted parking in some instances. Restricted parking may be incon-
venient for residents when accommodating guest or extra cars in the household. Restricted parking enforce-
ment would be an additional burden on the police department.

The board stated this design would provide more convenience for passengers and air-
port employees.  Staff found savings of $330 million dollars through revised tunnel design, shortened length of 
the tunnel, and alternative construction methods.
