County’s FY 2012 Budget Work BeginsCounty’s FY 2012 Budget Work BeginsCounty’s FY 2012 Budget Work Begins   
 

 On October 29, 2012, at a Board of Supervisors Budget Committee meeting held with the Fairfax County 
School Board, County Fairfax County Executive Anthony Griffin gave his preliminary Fiscal Year 2013 Budget 
Forecast.  Mr. Griffin stated that in his Fiscal Year 2013 Budget Presentation he would like to address an esti-
mated increase in the transfer for schools, county compensation, and debt service.  In order to address the pro-
jected $144 million shortfall, the County Executive told the Board of Supervisors he will take several actions: 

 Analyzing proposed agency reductions for 1%, 3%, and 5% of their FY 2012 expenditure level; 
 Examining possible fee increases; 
 Utilizing reserves ($28.7 million reserve available for FY 2013 as of the FY 2011 Carryover Review); 
 Maximizing savings and increased revenue in the current fiscal year; and 
 Critically reviewing new funding requirements. 

 As part of his presentation Mr. Griffin stated the FY 2012 Budget is $3.4 billion, of which 61.6% is generat-
ed by the Real Estate Tax and 52.5% was transferred to Fairfax County Public Schools.  He also stated that Gen-
eral Fund spending has increased only $24.9 million, or 0.7 percent, since FY 2007.  In the last three years, the 
County has eliminated 499 positions, maintained the contribution to schools at 53% of the total budget, funded 
required increases in debt service and benefits, and after no compensation increases in FY 10 and 11, provided a 
2.0% market rate adjustment for all employees as part of the FY 2011 Carryover Review last September. 

 Mr. Griffin also pointed out that the na-
tional unemployment peaked at 10.1% in Oc-
tober 2009, and the Fairfax County unemploy-
ment rate peaked at 5.6% in January 2010.  
Prior to the economic downturn the county 
saw an unemployment low of 2.9% in 2008. 

 Fairfax County is one of only 8 states, 39 counties, and 33 cities that currently have a Triple A bond rating by 
the three major rating agencies.  This rating has provided savings to the County of over $486 million.

 61.6% total General Fund revenue comes from Real Estate Taxes. 
 FY2011 General Fund budget is $3.4 billion:  52.5% goes to Fairfax County Public Schools. 
 Triple A bond rating from three major agencies provided savings to the County of over $468 million. 
 Dillon Rule limits locality’s flexibility to raise revenue and diversify tax base. 
 Since 1992, all or a portion of employee compensation increases were eliminated in 5 fiscal years (FY1992, 

FY93, FY2010, FY2011, FY2012).  2.0% market rate adjustment was approved for employees as part of the 
carryover review.   

 Ratio of County positions per 1,000 residents has decreased from 13.57 to 11.09, an 18.3% decrease. At the 
same time, the County has opened a number of new facilities including police and fire stations, SACC cen-
ters and human service facilities.

 Eliminated 499 positions 
 Maintained the contribution to schools at 52.5% of the total budget

Fairway Apartments Redevelopment Proposal: The Fairway I & II Residential LLC (Applicant) Planned 
Residential Community (PRC) Plan (PRC A-502-2) has been revised.  The Applicant is now proposing a reduc-
tion in the market rate units from 940 to 806/reduction of 134 units and phased development. Fairway West 
will consist of approximately 570 residential units in a mix of townhomes and wood-frame multifamily construc-
tion, with the proposed high-rise tower with above grade parking being eliminated. Fairway East will consist of 
233 residential units in a mix of townhomes and wood-frame multifamily construction.  The Planning Commis-
sion voted to recommend approval of this application on July 21, 2011.  The Board of Supervisors’ public hear-
ing scheduled for September 27, 2011 was deferred until January 10 @ 4:00 p.m.  
 

Reston District Police Station and Governmental Center: Proffer Condition Amendment (PCA 74-2-113
-4)/Development Plan Amendment (DPA 74-2-113-8)/PRC Plan PRC 74-2-113-2 and Feature Shown 
2232-H11-18 has been accepted to allow for the construction of a new Reston District Police Station and Gov-
ernmental Center with associated parking, located at 12000 Bowman Towne Drive, Reston. (Tax Map # 017-1 
((1)), Parcel 4B.  The new two-story building will be located on the west side of the site, directly south of Cam-
eron Glen Drive.  There will be an increase  in both the secured and public parking, in addition to the relocation 
of the fuel island and sustainable development features.  Demolition of the existing building will occur after the 
new facility is completely occupied and operational. The Planning Commission public hearing is scheduled 
for January 18, 2012 @ 8:15 p.m. and the Board of Supervisor public hearing is set for February 28, 2012 
at 3:30 p.m. 
 

CARS-DB1, LLC have filed rezoning applications for Dominion Square 1580, 1586 and 1592 Spring Hill 
Road:  Tax Map 29-3((01)), Parcels 2C1, 2C2 and 2D to rezone from the Regional Retail (C-7), High-
way Corridor Overly (HC) and Sign Control Overlay (SC) Districts to the Planned Tysons Corner 
(PTC), HC and SC Districts.  RZ 2011-HM-012 concurrent with RZ 2011-HM-013 proposes to redevelop 
multiple car dealerships into a vibrant, transit oriented mixed-use neighborhood with office, hotel, retail and res-
idential uses.  Included in the development will be five (5) residential buildings, a large public park/facility near 
the stream valley area to the south.  The low-rise retail structures and multiple surface parking lots will be re-
placed with high-rise buildings and structured parking.  Planning Commission public hearing has not been 
scheduled. 
  
Tysons West Residential, L.L.C. and JBG/Tysons Hotel, L.L.C. have filed a rezoning and Conceptual 
Development Plan (CDP) application proposing to rezone the property from the General Industrial (I-
5), Regional Retail (C-7), Highway Corridor Overlay (HC) and Sign Control Overlay (SC) Districts to 
the Planned Tysons Corner Urban Center (PTC), HC and SC Districts.  The property is currently devel-
oped with the Sheraton Premier Hotel and the former Moore Cadillac/Hummer dealership.  The Applicant 
seeks to transform the Property, referred to as “Promenade at Tysons West”, into a walkable, transit-oriented 
neighborhood with a mix of residential, retail, office and hotel uses.  The Property is located at Tax Map 29-1 
((1)) 10D and 29-3 ((1)) 1B and 29-3 ((20)) C1.  Planning Commission public hearing has not been scheduled. 
 

Q-R Spring Hill, LLC (Perseus Realty) has filed a rezoning and Conceptual Development Plan (CDP) 
application for 1577 Spring Hill Road, Tax Map 029-3 ((1)) Parcel 2F to rezone / Conceptual Develop-
ment Plan to rezone the property from Regional Retail - C-7, Highway Corridor Overlay (HC) and Sign 
Control Overlay (SC) Districts to Planned Tysons Corner (PTC), HC and SC Districts. The proposed 
mixed-use development is near the Tysons West Metro Station and will consist of office, hotel, residential and 
retail development.  This Applicant has joined with the owners of the property to the southwest, Tax Map 29-1 
((1)) 2G (Sunburst).  The Planning Commission public hearing has not been scheduled.  
 

RPB & M, LCC:  11401, 11403, 11407, 11411 & 11417 Sunset Hills Road, Reston:  RPB & M, LLC has 
filed rezoning application RZ 2010-HM-004 and Final Development Plan 2010-HM-008. Planning staff is 
waiting for additional information from the Applicant regarding the 527 traffic analysis.

1587 Springhill Holdings, Inc. located at Tax Map 029-3 ((1)) 2G has filed a rezoning and 
Conceptual Development Plan (CDP) application to rezone from Regional Retail - C-7, 
Highway Corridor Overlay (HC) and Sign Control Overlay (SC) Districts to Planned Tysons Corner 
(PTC), HC and SC Districts. The property is currently developed with a motel and restaurant that were con-
structed in 1982. The proposed mixed-use development is near the Tysons West Metro Station and will consist 
of two office buildings and one residential building, all of which will have ground floor retail. This Applicant has 
joined with the owners of the property to the northeast, Tax Map 29-1 ((1)) 2F (Perseus Realty).  The Planning 
Commission public hearing has not been scheduled.  
 

JBG/RIC, L.L.C. and RIC Retail, L.L.C. (Reston Heights) 11800 & 11842 Sunrise Valley Drive: Tax 
Map 17-3((3)), Parcels 1C & 1D: has submitted a revised Planned Residential Community (PRC) plan PRC B-
846-03 to previously approved plan for 145,000 square feet of above grade retail, 100,00 square feet of below 
grade retail, 428,225 square feet of office with 498 residential units.  The revised plan does not change the densi-
ty or use allocation.  The plan proposes a new grocery and neighborhood retail into pedestrian friendly, urban-
type streetscape with mid-rise residential above.  At the request of applicant, this application has been in-
definitely deferred.   
 

Reston Spectrum LP, Tax Map 017-1 ((1)) Parcels 3K, 3P and 3Q:  with a total acreage of 24.29 is seeking 
approval of Planned Residential Community (PRC) plan 86-C-121-04 for mixed use development.  The three 
Land Bays will consist of the following: Land Bay A is planned for 546 dwelling units, 255 hotel rooms, 172,000 
square feet of office and 62,500 square feet of retail uses; Land Bay B is planned for 643 dwelling units, 270 hotel 
rooms and 48,650 square feet of retail uses; and Land Bay C is planned for 237 residential uses and 134,896 
square feet or retail and bank uses (84,000 square feet of this retail is currently existing and will be retained. At 
the request of the Applicant, this application has been indefinitely deferred. 
  

RTC Partnership, LLC filed a Planned Residential Community plan (PRC 77-C-076) to remove  the cur-
rent office building known as the “Town Center Office Building” @ 1760 Reston Parkway, and redevel-
op a 23-story, Class A mixed-use office and retail building.  The building will consist of approximately 
413,700 square feet of office uses and approximately 5,200 square feet retail use, with a Floor Area Ration of 
4.08.  Parking for the proposed building will feature both below – and above-grade parking spaces.  The above 
ground portion of the parking will sit atop retail uses and will be screened with a context-sensitive façade treat-
ment that will be harmoniously integrated in the office structure.  At the request of the Applicant, this appli-
cation has been indefinitely deferred. 
 

Sunrise Valley Renovations (PRC –C -377):  Renovations consist of constructing several small editions 
(administration suite, main entrance and cafeteria) at the front of the school to meet program requirements and 
at the rear of the school a library addition and a large single story classroom addition to replace the existing mod-
ular classroom structure.  Site upgrades will include an expanded bus drop off area, a new kiss and ride access, 
additional parking and a new ADA access to the upper play fields. 
 

Corinthian Colleges, Inc. d/b/a Everest College: Special Exception (SE 2011-HM-018) to operate a school 
of special education offering courses and training in Medical Assisting, Medical Administration Assisting, Medi-
cal Insurance Billing and Coding and Dental Assisting.  The building will include classrooms, office for Staff, 
Faculty and Student Lounge and Learning Resource Center. 
 
Chipotle Mexican Grill, Inc., has submitted a Special Exception to permit a fast food restaurant in the South 
Lakes Village Shopping Center, located at 11160 G2 South Lakes Drive, Reston, VA.  The Applicant proposes 
to convert an existing 3,000 square feet vacant space into a Chipotle Mexican Grill restaurant. The fast food res-
taurant will utilize the existing building façade, sidewalks, landscaping, utilities, stormwater management, loading 
area and parking area. The internal space will be reconstructed, Chipotle signage added to the front building fa-
çade, and a grease trap interceptor installed at the rear of the building.    



 

Phase 2 Reston Master Plan Special Study Begins with Public Meeting 
 

On Wednesday, November 16, 2011, approximately 150+ residents attended the informational 
meeting my office and the Department of Planning and Zoning hosted at South Lakes High School 
regarding Phase 2 of the Reston Master Plan Special Study.   
  

The meeting outlined the process and timeframe for reviewing and updating the existing Fairfax County Com-
prehensive Plan guidance for preserving residential neighborhoods throughout Reston and for four of Reston’s 
five Village Centers (Lake Anne was the subject of a recent Comprehensive Plan change and will not be recon-
sidered in this process).  Attendees had an opportunity to review related maps and materials, and learn about the 
Reston Master Plan Special Study Task Force, the Vision and Planning Principles adopted by the Task Force, 
and how they will be used in Phase 2.  Additional community-wide meetings related to Phase 2 will be held in 
the first quarter of 2012.

 supplies for special member of your household.  
 pet items.  

And don’t forget an emergency kit for the car. Include an emergency thermal blanket, snack food and water, 
matches, jumper cables, road salt and sand, and emergency flares.

Snow Removal in the Hunter Mill District  
Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is gearing up for the winter season in the Northern Virginia 
District. There have been several changes since last year’s winter season planning. VDOT has increased the 
amount of snow removal equipment from 2,800 pieces to 3,400 pieces with 2500 dedicated for subdivisions/
local roads. Staff has allocated an additional $19 million dollars to the Northern Virginia District for the winter 
season. As part of our yearly discussions, our office has requested Virginia Department of Transportation to re-
strain from dumping snow on trails, sidewalks, and bus stops.  
 
One of the new innovations VDOT has added to snow plow trucks are automatic vehicle locators or AVLs. 
These devices enable staff to track snow plow trucks while working for quality assurance and increased flexibility 
for emergency situations. There are 1200 vehicles within the fleet that participate within the AVL pilot program. 
VDOT will introduce a new website that will allow the public to monitor truck locations within 6 minute inter-
vals. This tool will be available when trucks will be plowing in subdivision/residential streets. VDOT will be de-
veloping a fact sheet in the coming weeks to address specific questions about the snow removal process.  For 
additional information, please visit http://www.virginiadot.org or contact the Hunter Mill District office.

Fairfax County Board of Supervisors Approves Memorandum of Agreement  
Concerning Phase 2 of the Dulles Corridor Metrorail Project 
The Fairfax County Board of Supervisors has approved the Memorandum of Agreement dealing with the Dulles 
Corridor Metrorail Project phase II.  Fairfax County staff has been in negotiations with Loudoun County, Met-
ropolitan Washington Airport Authority, Commonwealth of Virginia, Washington Metropolitan Area Transit 
Authority, and the United States Department of Transportation.  
 

Some major points of agreement include: 
 MWAA agrees that Airport station will be an aerial station. 
 USDOT agrees to provide up to $30 million credit subsidy for TIFIA loans to be made to Fairfax, Loudoun, 

and MWAA. Fairfax and Loudoun may apply for the maximum amount of TIFIA credit assistance for which 
each will qualify based on their share of the total cost of the project, and MWAA will apply for the balance 
available.  

 Fairfax and Loudoun agree to use their best efforts individually to find third party funding for the five garag-
es (3 in Loudoun and 2 in Fairfax) and Route 28 station (Fairfax), but if and to the extent they are unable to 
do so, then whatever portion is not funded by third party revenues will be shared as currently providing the 
Funding Agreement. 

 Virginia, Fairfax, Loudoun, WMATA, and MWAA agree to form a Coordinating Committee composed of 
their respective chief executive officers (including Fairfax’s County Executive) to implement the MOA and 
to regularly monitor progress in planning, designing, and constructing Phase 2.  

 

The MOA has been approved by MWAA Board of Directors and Loudoun County Board of Supervisors. The 
Dulles Corridor Phase I is over 50% percent complete spanning from Tysons Corner to Wiehle Avenue in 
Reston.
