A Case for Workforce Housing

The National Low Income Housing Coalition (NLIHC) has releasut itd Reach 201feport which shows that

the Housing Wage for Virginia is $19.65/hour. The Housing Wage is the hourly wage a family must eaj worki
hours a week, 52 weeks a year, to be able to afford rent and utilitiesi@dactwvo unit in the private housin

market. The Housing Wage for Virginia is 7% higher than the national Housing Wage of $18.46, and represent
increase of 55% since 2000. Virginiads housinjg w
11th most expensive state in the nation for rental housing costs.

Statistics for Northern Virginia paint a far more disturbing picture. The Housing Wage for a family in Nofthern \
ginia is $28.10, representing an annual salary of $58,400. This is the amount needed to afford rent and|utilities
$1,461 (Fair Market Rate) for a-tvedroom unit, which represents a 61% increase in rents since 2000. Aggording
to Out of Reach 201 lapproximately 46% of renters in NoVA are unable to afford units in the private houging ma
ket. For those workers making minimum wage of $7.25/hour, their affordable rent translates to $377/mqnth. Fi
those SSI recipients receiving monthly payments of $674, their affordable rent is $202/month. To afford|a 2 be
room market rate apartment in NoVA, a minimum wage worker must work 155 hours a week.
