At Tuesday’s Board of Supervisors meeting, we voted to hold a July 30, 2013 public hearing
on the Interim Development Agreement for the redevelopment of the Crescent Apartment site.

As you may know, a public hearing allows citizen input on the Interim Development
Agreement. As part of a public comment period required by the Code of Virginia prior to a
decision on this or any issue by the Board of Supervisors, it is another step bringing us closer
to the redevelopment of Lake Anne and Crescent Apartments.

Basically, the Interim Development Agreement establishes general terms and conditions that
lead to a Master Development Agreement between the County and Lake Anne Development
Partners.

You will remember that Fairfax County purchased Crescent apartments in 2006, in order to
preserve 181 affordable units. The request for proposal (RFP), issued in February of 2012,
was intended to preserve existing affordable housing, create additional workforce housing,
and serve as a catalyst for the revitalization of the Lake Anne Village Center Commercial
Revitalization Area.

From the beginning of the RFP process, the county sought experienced private developers to
redevelop the Crescent site in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan. The solicitation
encouraged developers to assemble additional properties within the Lake Anne Village Center
(LAVC) for a consolidated redevelopment of the area. | am excited with the prospect of
renovated Crescent Apartments and a revitalized Lake Anne; it’s a win-win for the entire
community.

Residential Studios: Request for Comments. Your input is requested on a draft zoning ordinance
regarding Residential Studios. The amendment will establish a multiple family dwelling unit use, to be
called Residential Studios, which will be specifically limited in terms of unit size, overall development
size, maximum income/rent, and other factors. The use would be permitted in most residential,
commercial, industrial, and planned development districts by special exception. The Board of
Supervisors has identified a concern with the proposed provisions that could allow a single family
dwelling to convert to a residential studio development. Therefore, such conversions may be
eliminated from the proposed amendment.

The Board approved the proposed Planned Residential Community plan from
JBG/RIC, L.L.C., 0n 11800 & 11842 Sunrise Valley Drive, that includes retail, office and residential
space. The plan proposed to allow for a new grocery and neighborhood retail space in a pedestrian
friendly, urban-type streetscape with mid-rise residential above.

The Board approved the Fairfax Forward planning process and associated
Comprehensive Plan Amendment Work Program. The approach expands public outreach,
involvement and education; enhances comprehensive impact analyses through areawide studies; and
includes greater opportunity to monitor Plan policy and implementation.
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
