"Dulles Transit Partners (DTP), the contractor building Phase 1 of the Silver Line, took an important step
today in construction of the project. DTP has made the determination that they have reached substantial
completion. The declaration of substantial completion by DTP means they believe they have satisfied the
terms of their contract and are ready to turn the project over to MWAA and WMATA for final testing and
preparation for operations of the line.

We will immediately begin our 15-calendar-day review of the declaration submittal, including:

Delivery of all spare parts and maintenance manuals,

Evidence supporting successful completion of all tests, all regulatory approvals,

As-Built final drawings, safety certifications documents,

Certificates of Occupancy and

Remaining punch list items with completion schedule.

Substantial completion is an important step in the process of turning the project over to WMATA. Another
step will be "operational readiness," which WMATA will declare before starting their own testing and per-
sonnel familiarization. No date has been set for turning the project over to WMATA, and WMATA has not
set an opening date for service.”
