Dulles Rail Presentation

A presentation on the Dulles Corridor Metrorail ProjectPhase 1 (from just above
the East Falls Church Metrorail Station to Wiehle Avenue in Reston) was given to
the Board of Supervisors that outlined the status of the project, discussed the
tunnel option, as well as funding and selected features of stations. Copy of the
presentation can be found at www.fairfaxcounty.gov/news/. During Board
Member questions of staff, the tunnel option was also discussed. The Board agreed
not to vote to approve the Local Funding Agreement (LFA) on June 18 until the
contract between Dulles Transit Partners (DTP) and the Metropolitan Washington
Airports Authority (MWAA) had been made available to Board Members and the
public.

Public Hearings

(3:00 PM) Approved amendment to Chapter 61-1-2 Definition (Building
Provisions) of The Code of the County of Fairfax, Virginia to address permit
applications that are being received for additions to homes that are actually
entirely new homes (most or all of the existing house is usually demolished).
Utilities (water, power and sewer) may not be adequate for the new structure.
Amendment added the term addition and limits the amount and type of demolition
and/or new construction allowed without being subject to the inspection and
permitting requirement for new construction. Amendment also provides a clear
distinction in the county code between very large house improvement projects that
closely resemble new house construction.
