Designs planting plans; 

Prepares specifications and cost estimates for development; 

Coordinates site work with consulting architects, engineers and landscape architects, appropriate County personnel and Park Authority personnel; 

Reviews detail plans and specifications prepared by architects, engineers, landscape architects and surveyors; 

Interview consultants for master and detail planning; 

Attends and participates in meetings and conferences; 

Makes public presentations as required.

REQUIRED KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES:

Knowledge of the theory and practice of landscape architecture; 

Knowledge of park planning; 

Knowledge of construction practices; 

Knowledge of engineering drawing and illustration practices; 

Ability to collect material and, from it, prepare reports; 

Ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with consultants, contractors, County employees and officials, and Park Authority employees and officials; 

Ability to meet and deal with the public; 

Ability to speak in public; 

Ability to plan the various phases of facility planning and development.
