According to Mr. Cove, the
lack of exercise is more important that caloric intake. The focus on the
elite/avid athlete takes a toll on the casual recreational sports participant. By
contrast, SFIA has found that the passing of the Title IX law has resulted in a
major influx of female sports participants, which is a very positive sign.

Information — Fairfax County Public Schools:

Mr. Curran stated Fairfax County Public Schools are looking at a possible
deficit of $140 million for the upcoming FY15 budget. FCPS staff is in the
process of identifying possible program and staff cuts to address the budget
issues.

Information — Fairfax County Park Authority:

Mr. Johnson reported on the current synthetic turf field projects. EC Lawrence
#3 is complete and field #2 is currently being resurfaced. Timber Ridge Park is
currently under construction with the Park Authority hoping for a fall 2014 opening.
Rolling Valley West Park is tentatively scheduled for construction to begin in
summer 2014.
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Information — Fairfax County Park Authority (con’t):

The Park Authority has received some complaints recently about porta johns not
being provided for tournaments scheduled on Park fields. The FCPA asked whether
the Athletic Council would be supportive if FCPA required tournaments to pay for
providing Porta Johns at Park sites. The council agreed that this request seemed
reasonable for all tournaments.

Mr. Johnson also notified the council that the Park Authority has announced the
hiring of a new Director. Kirk Kincannon joins the Park Authority from the City of
Boulder, Colorado where he was the Parks and Recreation Director. Mr. Kincannon
is from the Virginia area and is brings a wealth of knowledge to his new post as
Park Authority Director.

Information - Neighborhood and Community Services:

Ms. Avvisato reported the Neighborhood and Community Services is currently in
the final stages of planning for a new Volunteer Field Director program. NCS and
FCPS already have a Volunteer Building Director program where gym users must
provide an individual to serve as the supervisor for groups using gyms. NCS is
currently adapting the program to meet the needs of the field community and hopes
to begin the training and certification in January.
