Operation Renewed Hope Foundation 

Founded by two military veterans in December 2011, ORHF provides small loans to “literally homeless” 
veterans so they can gain permanent housing. ORHF specializes in homeless veterans 

with families. They also provide supportive services such as job counseling and 
networking and financial stability plans.  

Either a referral agency or the potential client can call for assistance. The call will be 
assigned to one of three caseworkers who will go out and meet the client to assess 

his or her situation. In the two years they’ve been in existence, ORHF has helped more 
than 250 veterans and their families.
