From 1 p.m. to 2 p.m., stroll through Green Spring’s glasshouse and gardens for a journey filled 

with new discoveries and breathtaking environments. Meet tough, powerful plants such as, 

strangling vines, carnivorous flowers, poisonous trees, and more! Children must be at least five 

years old and chaperoned by a registered adult. The cost is $6 for in-county residents and $8 for 

out-of-county residents.
