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A Master Iranian Musician Performs at Mason District Park

Hear Kayhan Kalhor, an internationally acclaimed Iranian kamancheh player and master of
classical Persian music, during the Fairfax County Park Authority’s free Spotlight by Starlight
Summer Concert Series.

Kalhor never stopped learning and has traveled extensively
throughout Iran, studying the music of its many regions. He later moved to Rome and Ottawa to
learn European classical music.

He has toured the world as a soloist with various ensembles and orchestras, including the New
York Philharmonic and the Orchestre National de Lyon. He has also played alongside famous
Iranian vocalists, composed music for television and film, and performed at esteemed locations
such as Carnegie Hall in New York City. Kalhor has released a total of 14 aloums and three of
his recordings have been nominated for Grammys.
