Boats entered in the regatta will be on display at the Lake Accotink marina starting at 10 a.m. on 

May 31, 2015. Judges will survey the boats from noon to 1 p.m. and determine winners in five 

categories.  Returning judges this year include Fairfax County Chairman Sharon Bulova, 

Braddock District Supervisor John Cook, and Lee District Supervisor Jeff McKay. Boat races 

start at 2 p.m. Food concession stands will be at the park all day selling popular treats.  

Cardboard Boat Regatta souvenir t-shirts will be available for purchase for $10 while supplies 

last. 

 

Due to anticipated crowds, a one-day parking fee of $4 applies to all vehicles entering Lake 

Accotink Park the day of the regatta. Due to the scale of the event, no vehicles will be permitted 

in the parking lot at the marina.
