Insect Safari Camp is the place to be for those kids who don’t find anything icky about bugs. They’ll 
have a chance to explore bugs and insects that inhabit gardens, woods and wetlands. Campers will 
collect, examine and identify little creatures using magnifiers and microscopes, and they’ll learn 
about the important jobs of pollinators and decomposers. This camp for children age 5 to 11 runs 
from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. the week of August 22, as summer boredom hits its peak.
