ZONING ORDINANCE AMENDMENT (OUTDOOR LIGHTING STANDARDS) 
WORKSHOP
 
Mr. Jack Reale and Lorrie Kirst, Zoning Administration Division, Department of Planning and 
Zoning, presented the staff report on the proposed Ordinance, a copy of which is in the date file. 
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Mr. Reale responded to questions from Commissioner Kelso concerning the requirement for 
certification by the owner or developer that outdoor lighting complied with the new Zoning 
Ordinance; and from Commissioner DuBois about outdoor recreational lighting. 
 
Commissioner Wilson presented a slide show prepared by the Virginia Crime Prevention 
Association, to promote a program called "Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design" to 
increase security and decrease crime throughout the United States, with lighting being one part 
of the program. 
 
Mr. Reale introduced Donald Fentriss, Vice President, Municipal Utility Division, Hadco  
Lighting, who made a presentation on refractive and cut-off lighting, and provided examples of 
both types of lighting with high pressure sodium lamps and metal halide lamps, for the 
edification of the Commission.   
 
Following a question and answer period, Chairman Murphy closed the workshop.
