Chairman Murphy:  Public hearing is closed; recognize Mr. Donahue. 
 
Commissioner Donahue:  Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman.  This library has served this 
community well for many, many years, but quite frankly, as has been mentioned a couple of 
times here this evening, it's just out of date.  It's no longer meeting the community needs due to 
lack of space.  They're having a hard time keeping the collection up to date, simply because they 
don't have the space.  They need space for technology.  They need space so that people - - staff 
aren't tripping over one another.  Where this becomes a win-win situation is the way they're 
going to build this new space that is so desperately needed is going to be very respectful of the 
McLean Central Park, which is right next door.  It's going to - - they're going to go by low-
impact developments.  They're going to make a better stormwater management improvement.  
So, this is a win-win situation for this community, both for the park and for the library, which is 
desperately needed.  I really want to thank David Jillson, Katayoon, and Sam, as well as dozens 
and dozens of people in the McLean community who came out and stated their - - their desires 
and their needs and made all this happen.  And with that, Mr. Chairman, I concur with staff's 
conclusion that the proposal by the Fairfax County Department of Public Works and 
Environmental Services, as amended, to renovate and expand the existing Dolley Madison 
Library at 1244 Oak Ridge Avenue in McLean, satisfies the criteria of location, character, and 
extent, as specified in Virginia Code Section 15.2-2232, as amended.  And therefore, Mr. 
Chairman, I MOVE THE PLANNING COMMISSION FIND THE SUBJECT APPLICATION, 
2232-D09-5, AS AMENDED, SUBSTANTIALLY IN ACCORD WITH THE PROVISIONS 
OF THE ADOPTED COMPREHENSIVE PLAN.
