Important Points of Information

= According to Fairfax County Animal Shelter personnel, a database transition
occurred in July 2014. This significantly affected the data pertaining to intake.
Only the main or primary category of “intake” was able to be transferred.
Specifically the main category of “intake” addressed return versus stray versus
owner surrender. Subtype reasons for return were not able to be transferred.

» The Fairfax County Animal Shelter adheres to an established policy and standard
operation procedures (SOP) mandating the disclosure of all known information
pertaining to every animal during the adoption process.

According to Fairfax County Animal Shelter personnel, when the shelter intakes a
dog and the surrender or return reason is “bite” that encompasses a large range
of actions from a minor abrasion to a severe bite.

The staff and volunteers that work at the Fairfax County Animal Shelter receive
on-going training in various formats including on-the-job training with assigned
mentors, workshops conducted by licensed dog trainers, and workshops
conducted by shelter staff. The training also covers the different classifications of
dogs.
