Section I: MAJOR INCIDENTS
SULLY DISTRICT STATION (DISTRICT 1)
POND RESCUE

Westfields Boulevard/Walney Road

*A 41-year-old Gainesville man was pulled from an icy pond around 9 p.m. Wednesday in the Westfields area. The man had been driving a van and apparently lost control, skipped across a curb, down a hill and plunged into the water. Despite the frigid temperatures, a passing motorist who witnessed the event jumped into the water to pull the man to safety. He smashed the van’s window with a stick and pulled the driver to safety, as the vehicle sunk. Both individuals were transported to Inova Fair Oaks Hospital after suffering from hypothermic conditions. According to reports, the driver of the van made a left from Walney Road onto Westfields Boulevard into oncoming traffic. The driver immediately realized his mistake and in an attempt to avoid a collision, veered into the pond. Police have identified the Good Samaritan as a 23-year-old Herndon man but no further information is available.

MALICIOUS WOUNDING

Westmoreland Street

*Fairfax County Crime Solvers is asking for the public’s assistance in identifying the teenage boys responsible for seriously injuring a 14-year-old McLean-area boy on Christmas Eve. The victim and two friends were walking in the 2000 block of Westmoreland Street in the Falls Church area at 4 p.m. on Monday, December 24. Two teenage boys jumped out of a parked car in the church parking lot and ran up behind the victim. Unprovoked, the two suspects kicked and punched the victim, knocking him to the ground. They continued to strike him as two other male suspects watched from the car; one suspect videotaped the incident. All four suspects fled in the car. The victim and his friends sought help from a passerby, who drove them to a residence.  The victim was then transported to Inova Fairfax Hospital and treated for his injuries. The two suspects who assaulted the victim were described as white males in their late teens. The first suspect was about 6 feet tall and 180 pounds. He had shoulder-length, curly, red hair and was wearing a white T-shirt. The second suspect was about 5 feet 8 inches tall and 170 pounds. He had dark brown hair and was wearing a dark-colored T-shirt and sweat pants. The suspect vehicle was a beige or gold-colored Subaru Forrester.

ARMED ROBBERY

Lee Highway

*A 40-year-old Falls Church-area man was robbed at gunpoint Tuesday, January 1 around 7:30 p.m. at his place of business. The robbery occurred at the Dollar Video store located at 7395 D Lee Highway in the Falls Church area. Two men entered the store, armed with a handgun and demanded money from the cash register. The suspects took the money and fled. There were no injuries. The suspects were both described as black, between 18 and 20 years old. They wore black, hooded sweat shirts, black jeans and had black cloth covering their faces. One of the suspects was 5 feet 11 inches tall and weighed approximately 150 pounds. The armed suspect was 5 feet 8 inches tall and weighed approximately 150 pounds. A green, compact car was seen in the area and may be linked to the incident.

*Police arrested a 25-year-old Fairfax man suspected of breaking into Dan’s Merrifield Sunoco gas station on Sunday, December 30. An alarm sounded at the gas station at 8030 Lee Highway around 1:22 a.m. and the front glass door was broken. Entry was gained; however, it does not appear anything was taken. Several hours later, officers located a man at Lee Highway and Gallows Road resembling the suspect on surveillance video. He was identified as Jose Ramos, of 9200 Barrick Street #202, and arrested. Ramos was taken to the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center and charged with burglary, attempted larceny, destruction of property and two counts of possession of fraudulent identification.

HOMICIDE

Knollwood Drive

*Fairfax County Police are investigating a homicide that occurred in the 6000 block of Knollwood Drive on New Year’s Eve. Jose Pedro Lopez, 18, was found lying on the ground in front of an apartment building, with apparent stab wounds to the upper body. Lopez, of 357 North Glebe Road in Arlington, was transported to Inova Fairfax Hospital where he was pronounced dead just after midnight on Tuesday, January 1. Police have determined an altercation broke out between Lopez and Manuel Soliz. There is no indication the two knew each other. Soliz, 31, allegedly stabbed Lopez. A murder warrant has been obtained for Soliz, of 6018 Knollwood Drive. He is about 5 feet tall and weighs approximately 180 pounds.

MALICIOUS WOUNDING

Lincoln Avenue/Strawbridge Square

*On Saturday, December 29 about 10:30 p.m., a 17-year-old Alexandria-area juvenile was stabbed. He was walking home in the area of Lincoln Avenue and Strawbridge Square with a friend when they were confronted by three or four individuals. The victim and his 14-year-old friend ran; the victim was caught. He was stabbed multiple times in the upper body and transported to Inova Fairfax Hospital with non life-threatening injuries. It appears this was not a random assault. An investigation continues. The only description of the suspects was that they were white, of Hispanic descent and all wore black. 
Monticello Drive/Allen Street

Police were called to Inova Fairfax Hospital for a 19-year-old Springfield man who had been stabbed. An investigation revealed the man was at a party near Monticello Drive and Allen Street on Monday, December 31. A fight broke out around 5 p.m. with several people involved. At some point during the fight, the victim was stabbed. He was treated for non life-threatening injuries. The suspect was described as a Hispanic male with a thin mustache. He wore a gray and white hat.
ABDUCTION/ARMED ROBBERY

South Jefferson Street

*Two armed men robbed two employees working at the FedEx Kinko’s Store located at 3515 South Jefferson Street. The masked men entered the store shortly after 7 a.m. on Thursday, December 27 and forced the two employees and a customer to the rear of the store, then demanded money. There were no injuries. The suspects fled with an undisclosed amount of cash, out the rear of the store, toward Leesburg Pike. Both suspects were described as black, in their early to mid 20s, 5 feet 8 inches to 6 feet tall with thin builds. They were both wearing dark clothing and ski masks. One suspect was armed with a gun; the other suspect implied that he had a weapon.

ASSAULT BY MOB/ARREST

Glade Drive/Marginella Drive

*Two 19-year-old Maryland men were apparently attacked after they dropped off a friend at her home near the intersection of Glade Drive and Marginella Drive in Reston. The incident occurred Tuesday, January 1 around 1:30 a.m. As they attempted to drive away, a group of 10 to 15 men surrounded the victim’s vehicle. One of the men reached through a back window and stabbed a passenger in the back. Another member of the group punched the driver. The driver pulled away and called 911. Once help arrived, the stabbing victim was flown to Inova Fairfax Hospital. The driver was not seriously injured. Police arrested a 17-year-old Reston man in connection with the assault and charged him with assault by mob, destruction of property and brandishing a firearm. There were no descriptions of other group members.

*Police were called to the 5900 block of Clames Drive on Tuesday, January 1 around 3:15 a.m., for a party that had gotten out of hand. A 21-year-old Alexandria-area man had been stabbed earlier and taken to Inova HealthPlex Franconia-Springfield by a friend for serious injuries. The victim was later transported to Inova Fairfax Hospital. The suspects were known to one of the party-goers. There were several others involved in the fight that broke out. Two, of those, were transported to Inova HealthPlex for minor injuries. The investigation is ongoing.

On Tuesday, January 1 just after midnight, a 15-year-old boy was walking home from a party when three teenaged males approached him at the intersection of Kingsbury Road and Ashfield Road. One suspect was armed with a knife and a second was armed with a baseball bat. They demanded money; the victim refused and ran to a friend’s house. The suspects fled and no one was injured. The suspects were described as all wearing white T-shirts and blue bandanas over their faces. The suspect with the knife was Hispanic. The suspect armed with the baseball bat was described as black, or possibly a dark-complexioned Hispanic man. The third suspect was described as Hispanic and wore a baseball hat. All the suspects were described as being in their late teens, 5 feet 6 inches tall with a moderate build.
