Section I: MAJOR INCIDENTS
COMPUTER SOLICITATION OF MINOR/ARREST
Fairfax County

*Fairfax County Police have arrested a 42-year-old Midlothian, Virginia man for using a computer to solicit a child. Hazem Sahli, of 15007-I Creekpointe Circle, chatted online with someone he believed to be a 14-year-old Fairfax County girl. On Monday, January 7, Sahli allegedly made sexual comments and arranged a meeting in Fairfax County. Detectives arrested Sahli at the meeting location. He was taken to the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center and charged with computer solicitation of sex from a child under 15 years old.

SULLY DISTRICT STATION (DISTRICT 1)
BURGLARY OF OCCUPIED DWELLING/ARREST

Buggy Whip Drive

* Fairfax County police patrol officers assisted by the police helicopter were able to locate and apprehend a man suspected of breaking into a home in the 5500 block of Buggy Whip Drive in Centreville. A startled homeowner unintentionally confronted a man in her home on Wednesday, January 9 shortly before 7 a.m. When the suspect was discovered in the home, he fled, but was quickly located by the crew of the police helicopter, using the infrared camera. Patrol officers were directed to the suspect’s location, where he was arrested and transported to the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center. Scott N. Sanford, 27, of 5421 Goldmore Court in Centreville, was charged with burglary of an occupied dwelling.            

MOUNT VERNON DISTRICT STATION (DISTRICT 2)
CARJACKING

Fairhaven Avenue/Monticello Road

*An 18-year-old Alexandria-area woman was reportedly the victim of a carjacking on Saturday, January 5 in the Huntington area. She dropped a friend off just before 10 p.m. near Fairhaven Avenue and Monticello Road and waited for him to go inside. A man approached her car and knocked on the window. She rolled the window down halfway and he asked for a light for his cigarette. While she went for a lighter, the suspect pointed a gun at her, reached inside to open the door and ordered her out of the car. The victim exited and was not injured. The suspect drove away. Police found the Jeep Liberty a few streets away; no one was inside. The suspect was described as black, in his 20s. He was about 5 feet 7 inches tall, 220 pounds and had a goatee. He wore a black and red jacket with the hood up and a black hat underneath.

INDECENT EXPOSURE/ARREST
Ridgecrest Drive/West Boulevard

*A 64-year-old Alexandria-area woman was walking on Ridgecrest Drive near West Boulevard Drive when she saw a man exposing himself at around 12:30 p.m., Saturday, December 29. The woman was not approached by the man. Officers determined the identity of the man and obtained a warrant for indecent exposure. Alphonso Johnson, 48, of 7808 West Boulevard turned himself in at the Mount Vernon District Police Station on December 31. 

MCLEAN DISTRICT STATION (DISTRICT 3)
ABDUCTION/ASSAULT

Lee Highway/Hollywood Road

*A 57-year-old Falls Church-area woman was grabbed and assaulted on Sunday evening while walking outside. Police were called to the intersection of Lee Highway and Hollywood Road on the evening of January 6. Officers determined that the woman was walking west in the 7500 block of Lee Highway around 7:30 p.m. when she was grabbed from behind. The suspect held the victim and forced her into a tree line nearby. The victim struggled with the suspect and was able to break free, falling to the ground. The suspect fled the area on foot. The victim was transported to Inova Fairfax Hospital and treated for her non life-threatening injuries. The suspect was described as about 5 feet 5 inches tall with a medium build. He was wearing a black hat and black gloves. He may have had a mask covering his face.   

MASON DISTRICT STATION (DISTRICT 4)
POLICE IMPERSONATOR/ARREST

Gallows Road/I-495

*Police arrested Steven Rivas, 19, of 7801 Ridgewood Drive in Annandale around 1 a.m. Saturday, January 5 after he pulled over an off-duty Fairfax County Police officer on her way home from work. Rivas was parked in a lot next to Woodburn Elementary School in a gold 2004 Ford Explorer when he pulled onto Gallows Road and followed the officer. He activated blue lights, signaling for the officer to stop on the northbound ramp to I-495. After Rivas allegedly identified himself as an undercover police officer, the authentic officer identified herself and asked to see his badge and credentials. Rivas returned to his car and pulled away, with blue and white lights still activated. The real officer got the license plate number and provided it to the Fairfax County Department of Public Safety Communications. Officers then responded to the Annandale home where Rivas was subsequently arrested. He was transported to the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center and charged with impersonating a police officer, reckless driving, use of unauthorized lights and abduction. Police believe that Steven B. Rivas, 19 of Annandale, may have been involved in similar impersonation incidents across the region. Police are asking for help from the public with any additional information they may have regarding possible incidents. Preliminary investigation revealed that Rivas may have stopped others. He may have been driving the gold 2004 Ford Explorer or another type of vehicle. Investigators stress that these incidents may or may not have occurred in Fairfax County and that they are working closely with law enforcement authorities across the region. While incidents of police impersonation are not commonplace, citizens should always use care when stopped by police. In situations where drivers are truly concerned that the approaching vehicle may not be a valid police officer, take the following steps:

· Activate your vehicle’s emergency flashers 

· Drive carefully and immediately to the nearest well-lit, populated area for the driver’s, as well as the officer’s, safety 

· Ask for the officer’s official identification, if questionable 

· Dial 9-1-1 if necessary. Give your precise location and ask the call taker to verify the traffic stop.

FATAL PEDESTRIAN CRASH

*Virginia Sanchez de Encinas, 56, of Silver Spring, Maryland died on Saturday, January 5 at Inova Fairfax Hospital. She died as result of a crash which occurred on December 29, 2007 at about 5:40 p.m. near the intersection of Little River Turnpike and Green Spring Road. Sanchez was crossing Little River Turnpike from south to north when she was struck by a 2004 Toyota Corolla. The Corolla was driven by a 50-year-old Lorton woman and traveling westbound. Speed and alcohol were not factors in the crash.

Two men were arrested on counterfeiting charges Friday, January 4 after allegedly passing fraudulent $100 bills at the Fair Oaks Mall.
