Section I: MAJOR INCIDENTS
SULLY DISTRICT STATION (DISTRICT 1)
MISSILE AT OCCUPIED VEHICLE

Centreville Road

*Five cars were hit with some sort of large object, possibly rocks or bricks, as the drivers traveled northbound on Centreville Road this weekend. Three were hit near Green Trails Boulevard on Saturday, March 24 around 2:15 a.m. Two more cars were hit on Route 28 between Bradenton Drive and Tallavast Drive on Sunday, March 25 around 3:30 a.m. No one was injured during these incidents. Total damages were estimated to be over $5,000. The suspect on Saturday was described as white, between 14 and 17 years old. He was wearing a black shirt. He was seen standing on the side of the road then flees after he throws the object.

VEHICLE TAMPERING

RECKLESS DISCHARGE OF A BB GUN/DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY

Between 10 p.m. and 10:30 p.m. on Saturday, March 24 three different people called police to report that a car full of people drove by shooting BB guns. The first incident happened in the 14400 block of Glencrest Circle. A 33-year-old man heard popping noises against his home. He looked out and saw a car speeding off. The second offense was in the 5200 block of Knoughton Way. A 40-year-old man heard the same noises and noticed holes in his siding the next day. Several teenagers were standing outside a home in the 5600 block of Schoolfield Court when the suspects attempted their third incident. A car full of people drove past the house and fired four shots into the crowd. The victims were not injured. Detectives have developed several leads and continue to investigate the case.

INDECENT EXPOSURE

Stable Drive/Stirrup Drive

*A 24-year-old Alexandria man allegedly exposed himself to three young girls on Friday, March 23 around 4 p.m., near the intersection of Stable Drive and Stirrup Drive in the Fort Hunt area. The three girls, two 13-year-olds and one 12-year-old, were walking with a group of friends when a car drove by them several times. The car stopped as it approached the three girls. All three of the girls looked through the passenger window and observed the driver exposing himself. The girls screamed and ran away. The suspect vehicle drove down the street, stopped briefly, then drove past the girls again before leaving the area. A lookout was broadcast for the vehicle and the suspect. An alert officer stopped the suspect’s vehicle in a nearby Walmart parking lot. After a brief investigation, the supect was taken into custody and transported to the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center. Jose Castro Jimenez, 24, of 3435 Pipit Drive, Alexandria, was charged with three counts of indecent liberties. The children were not injured.  

POSSESSION OF MARIJUANA/DOG SHOOTING

Arlington Drive

*A police officer shot a pit bull that attacked him while the officer was trying to arrest a man for possession of marijuana. The shooting took place in an apartment in the 2800 block of Arlington Drive in the Hybla Valley area on Monday, March 26 around 2 p.m. Officers were initially called to the apartment to check on the welfare of a 16-year-old girl. The officer arrived and began speaking with the three men in the apartment. He noticed what appeared to be marijuana in plain view. He attempted to handcuff one man who resisted and ran out the door after assaulting the officer. A pit bull in the apartment attacked the officer. The officer fired two rounds, striking the dog and thwarting the attack. The 16-year-old girl was unharmed. The remaining two suspects in the apartment were taken into custody. Allen Scott, 25, of 7414 Vernon Square Drive apartment 204, and Justin Brown, 19, of 7412 Vernon Square Drive apartment 202, were charged with felony possession of marijuana with intent to distribute. Craig Harris, who fled the apartment, is wanted for assaulting a police officer and felony possession of marijuana with intent to distribute. Harris, a 41 year-old black man is 5 feet 7 inches tall and weighs approximately 170 to 200 pounds. He has a shaved head, a mustache and slight growth of beard.

Detectives believe that one of the suspects committed a similar robbery with a butcher knife on Sunday, March 18. He entered the same store at approximately 10:15 p.m. and demanded money. He fled with cash in an unknown direction. There were no injuries.

All the teenagers involved in this incident are students of Hayfield High School.  There are no middle school students involved. None of the students involved in the initiations sustained serious injuries and no weapons were used. Preliminary investigation reveals this was an isolated incident by a small group of students wanting to increase membership of a gang.  School faculty and security detected the incident and summoned police immediately. Gang prevention, intervention and suppression continues to be a coordinated priority in Fairfax County.

A woman called Animal Control after seeing a sick or injured raccoon in her yard on Sunday, March 25. She noticed the raccoon around 1:15 p.m. and also told the officer her dog had been bitten by a raccoon on Friday, March 23. The dog received a rabies booster on March 21 but was still quarantined for 45 days. The raccoon was found and euthanized. Testing revealed the raccoon had rabies.
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
