Warrants are on file for two men in connection with bank robberies that occurred in the Chantilly area. Geoffrey Rogers, 41, of 2805 Washington Street in Paducah, Kentucky and Ronald Young, 35, of 8668 Burton Parrish Court #204 in Manassas are awaiting transfer from Prince William County. These charges stem from two bank robberies that occurred on March 28 and March 30. The robberies took place at the BB&T Bank, located at 13821 Lee Jackson Memorial Highway in the Chantilly area and the Virginia Commerce Bank, located at 13881-G Metrotech Drive in the Chantilly area.

*Machen Road/Callaway Court
On April 21 around 11 p.m. a man was walking in the area of Machen Road and Callaway Court when two men ran up to him. One of the men pointed a gun at him and demanded money.  The victim, a 49-year-old Centreville–area man, pushed one of the suspects and ran.  The suspects then fled the area.  The victim was not injured. Fourteen felony charges have been filed in connection to a stabbing in the Reston area. On Saturday, March 25, a 15-year-old Reston-area boy was stabbed while attending a party in the 2300 block of Hunters Square Court. Several people were asked to leave the party by the host at about 10:20 p.m. One of the men began arguing with the victim before leaving. He returned with several people approximately 20 minutes later. A group of about four people assaulted the victim before the original suspect stabbed him in the midsection. The group fled in a tan minivan. The victim was taken to Inova Fairfax hospital with non life-threatening injuries. The stabbing appears to be gang related. Two men are currently in custody in the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center (ADC) and two other men, currently in jail in New Jersey on unrelated charges, will be charged with malicious wounding by mob, gang participation and obstruction of justice. The investigation is continuing and further charges are pending. The following two men are in the ADC: Wilmer Ramirez-Mata, 18, of 2127 Oram Place, Herndon. He has been charged with malicious wounding by mob, gang participation and four counts of obstruction of justice. He was charged Saturday, April 15. Henry Wilfredo Mata, 18, of 956 Tympan Court, Herndon, was charged on Sunday, April 16. He has been charged with two counts of obstruction of justice.
