He was charged with robbery, possession of a firearm by a felon and use of a firearm in the commission of a felony. He was taken to the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center. Anthony Jenkins, 20, of no fixed address, was charged with robbery after questioning on Monday, November 5. He was already at the Fairfax County Adult Detention Center on unrelated charges. On November 14, detectives charged the two men with the second robbery. Blackstock was charged with possession of cocaine, possession of a firearm while possessing drugs, use of a firearm in the commission of a felony and robbery. Jenkins was charged with robbery and use of a firearm in the commission of a felony.
